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ABSTRACT

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The study focuses on the struggle for democracy, which is revealed in the poem to earn human rights. The objectives of this study are to describe the struggle for human rights in the poem Freedom’s Plow. Next is to find out the relationship between social and religious values which the author suggested.

The primary data taken from the poem in the form of stanza or line, and then secondary data taken from book, internet, and encyclopedias. The data were gathered by reading the poem, identifying, inventorying and classifying. To analyze the data I use American social and religious values theory, and there were several steps to analyze the data. They were exposing, arranging, and then describing. I used descriptive method in reporting the data.

From the analysis, it is found that Afro Americans struggle for racism and human rights. Some suggested struggles are to raise the awareness of racial discrimination and unite Black people to get the same opportunities in all aspects of their life.

Based on the result of analysis, I concluded that people have to struggle in this life to fulfill their dream, though, in reaching that they will face some problems with the games and rules survival of the fittest, but they have to struggle the best they can, and also have fighting spirit. 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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION

1.1 Background of the Study 

Everybody has a dream. He or she must have a dream to be successful in their life. Happiness is a part of success, but the degree of happiness is different from one person to another. It differs in how one gets it and the intensity. Basically, happiness is the goal of tranquility in human life with his or her struggle in all aspects, as like physic, mental or spiritual. 

Human as a social being needs each other to live together. However, every single person, even he or she, is a member of society; each of them has own hope, own dream, and also they need acknowledgement from their society, whether it is acknowledgement of their existence as social member, acknowledgement on their property and wealth, or about their status. So, in order to fulfill their wishes they need to struggle in their life. They have to struggle because everybody has a freedom to decide their existence in life. To create the acknowledgement of their existence and status, of course they need other people who accept them in society. They need each other in society. However, it also includes access to education, health care and other social securities. 
Racism is the belief that characteristics and abilities can be attributed to people simply on the basis of their race and that some racial groups are superior to others (Spencer 1985: 241). Racism and discrimination have been used as powerful weapons encouraging fear or hatred of others in times of conflict and war, and even during economic downturns. Racism is also a very touchy subject for some people, as issues concerning free speech and Article 19 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights come into play. Some people argue that talking about supporting racial discrimination and prejudice is just words and that free speech should allow such views to be aired without restriction. 

In the United States since its early history, Native Americans, Afro-Americans and European Americans were classified as belonging to different races. For more than three hundred years during African enslavement was practiced, African descendants became subject to discrimination, and they were kept entirely out of political power. Racially discriminatory laws and racial violence toward Afro-Americans began to intensify in the United States. By viewing Afro-Americans descendants as lesser human being, white American treated them inhumanely while at the same time, portraying the United States as base and champion of human freedom with human rights, democratic institution, unlimited opportunities, and equality.
Democracy is a political system which enables the self-rule of a country's population in which the will of the majority of the people is the law of the land in every regard. Earth has never had a system of actual democracy simply because we've never had the technology to define the true will of our diverse majorities. Because governments without public oversight naturally become institutionally corrupted over generations due to normal human greed, no small group can ever assure honest and benevolent rule of a people. Only the people, themselves, can rule themselves fairly, with their best interests at heart. Only we can rule ourselves benevolently.

In a real democracy everybody must be allowed to participate in decision making (direct democracy). It must be a pluralistic system that is as much decentralized as possible (territorially and minority-wise): all decisions pertaining only to a given group (minority) must be done solely within that group. To be able to achieve real democracy, at large (i.e., affecting the whole society or most of it) authoritative (top-down) structures in which decisions are made solely by commands from a single center have to be removed from the society. Primary example of such a structure is the army. The largest business corporation would also fall into this category. Thus a prerequisite to real worldwide democracy is to achieve the atmosphere of mutual understanding between all countries in which a process of simultaneous world-wide arms reduction could be started. 

In a literal democracy a comprehensive system would be created for the people to enable any of them to easily initiate a democratic discussion to raise the issue before all the people to enable them to decide upon the specifics of a referendum for a solution to a common problem, not unlike this forum system. And, in a real democracy it wouldn't matter who initiated the referendum. 
These circumstances forced black people to fight against their condition of being discriminated and they demanded the equal rights in all aspects of their life with white people in the field of economics, politics, law, etc.

From the definitions above, one of literature work that is written which expresses ideas, emotions, feelings, and attitude toward life and something that can express and communicate their feeling, thought, and imagination toward life is poetry. 

Through this poem, Langston Hughes conveys an idea to struggle through literary that can express the essential feeling and emotion of the author, against racism to create a better life as stated in declaration of independence, “All men are created equal, that they are endowed by their creator with certain unalienable right, that among these are life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness”.  
1.2 Reason for Choosing the Topic 
Struggle is one of the main issues in holding this life. All people in this world consciously or not do struggle to get what they want and get a better life, and they need to struggle the best they can. By discussing struggle for a better life, it is hoped that the topic can give awareness to the readers that life is a struggle to pursue happiness, and the topic is expected to be able to identify the kinds of struggle that people do so they can be inspired and apply it to their life. 

As we know that America is a land of melting pot where competition happen there, and struggle becomes any individual’s act, which as a basic thinking and also one of the American cultural values. I want to take the American cultural values as the main topic since it has a very wide value to be discussed, and it can be a reference and consideration for the readers to get acquaintance deeply with American culture.

The third reason is that poetry like other literary works has messages or moral values. The writer chooses to analyze Afro-Americans’ Spirit as Struggle against For Democracy as Revealed in Langston Hughes’ Poems, “Freedom's plow”. Since this poem explores the experiences and anger of Afro-Americans, and also revealed black people’s spirit to fight against racial discrimination. The last reason is because Langton Hughes through his poems brings a universal message about the spirit to struggle from oppression, regardless of their skin color or religion and every citizen has the civil rights to freedom, the rights to equality in politic, social, economy, and all aspect of lives.

1. Value

Values are related to what is seen to be good, proper, and positive, or the opposite. Values are learned and maybe normative in nature. (Damen, 1987:193).

2. Survival of the fittest

A concept related to competition for survival or predominance then it can simply be rewritten as survival of those who are better equipped for surviving. Http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Survival of the fittest.

3. Fighting Spirit

Spirit: Life force of person, will, enthusiasm, energy that characterizes a human being. Fight: Physical struggle between individual people or groups. Microsoft Encarta (2008). Therefore, Fighting spirit is life force of person, will, enthusiasm, and energy in the effort and struggle to overcome problems and competition between people or groups.

4. Success to the best 
Success; achievement of intention: the achievement of something planned or attempted; attainment of fame, wealth, or power: impressive achievement, “best”; better than all others: of the highest quality or standard or the excellent type; most likely to succeed: most likely to have or come near to the desired outcome. Microsoft Encarta (2008).

 The third chapter presents method of investigation, consisting of object of the study, role of the researcher, types of data, data, procedures of collecting data, procedure in analyzing the data, and the last is technique in reporting data analysis.

In the forth chapter I present the data analyzing, and the social and religious values in relation to human rights.
The last chapter that is the fifth chapter presents conclusion and suggestion dealing with the problem and topic.
CHAPTER II

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

The second chapter presents the theories underlying the topic of study. This chapter consists of three subchapters. They are poetry, social psychological, social and religious values.

2.1 Intrinsic Elements of Poetry

Poetry is one of genres of literature besides drama and prose. It can teach people about psychology, social life, human behavior, etc. As a literary work, poetry figures and gives the picture of human as individual or human being. Glickberg in Endraswara (2003:77), “All literature, however fantastic and mystical in content, is animated by a profound social concern, and this is true of even the most flagrant nihilistic work”.

 Poetry as literary work reflects and takes story from the events that happen in society. It tells about social interactions, cooperation, competition, etc. By reading poetry, the viewer can understand and feel familiar with the text written. According to Richard C. in Widiastuti (1979:1). In general, many people seem to feel that they may like novels and drama well enough. Poetry is somehow alien to their life. This opinion is caused by lack of understan

ding of what the poet is trying to do or say in his or her poem. Some others people feel difficult to understand the poem because there are many difficult words, imageries, and figure of speech. However, poetry, like others genres of literary work, has its own qualities which are interesting to be analyzed in order to come to appreciation and real enjoyment of what the poet is trying to say to the reader. Moreover, as stated by Daniel and Safier in widiastuti (1980: 387), “Poetry as a means of expressing a man’s feeling and ideas about his experiences so that his vision of life is available to others, can be communicated to them, and brings the meaning and value of life to the readers” Again, like other genres of literary works, poetry concerns on experience, such as Afro-American poetry. Barbara Johnson, (2006: 1) says that Afro-American poetry concerns about the black people’s experience during the slavery and violence. As stated by Black in Widiastuti (1972: 77), “Poetry exists because someone wants to pass on to others some meaningful insight about life, and it encompasses all subjects from the most serious to the most trivial thing in life”. As we know that a poem is different from any other literary works, because the story in a poem does not explicitly reveal the main character’s life and conflicts. In this way, one has to analyze the elements of poetry in the poem to find out what the author really wants to convey. I choose to analyze poetry because the I agree that a poem can obviously invite sense of beautiful words, and consists of conflict, protest, idea, and philosophy, which can make the reader feel more closely to what exactly happens to the speaker.    
2.1.1 Theme and Subject

The subject of the poem is the topic or the material the poet has chosen to write about. It can almost be anything: a person, scene, emotion, idea, event, etc. Frederik (1988:34) states that a theme may be explicit or implicit. Explicit theme has characteristics such as clear, intelligible, comprehensive, evident, and certain. On the other hand, the characteristics of implicit theme are implied, inferred, not clearly stated, and tacit. So theme is not a message or something hidden in the poem. The reader’s ability to express a theme depends on his capacity for making generalizations. Formulating a theme is an exercise which helps the reader experience the poem. The theme, however, is never substitute for the poem.

2.1.2 Words
Some people assume that to make a poem, all that we need is a great idea. Certainly, poems state ideas, or say something. But it will not become a poem if we just use idea though it is the greatest idea in the world. We also need words which are selected, arranged, and rearranged. Any word can be right word, however, if artfully chosen and placed. Word itself has two meaning, literal meaning or denotative meaning and connotative meaning. Frederik (1988:18) explains that “Each word has at least one meaning or denotation as defined in the dictionary. But in English language, a word can have several denotations and a reader may need to think twice to see what it means in a particular context”. On the other hand, connotative meaning is an additional meaning of words, where a word has a different meaning or has different expression or implementation. He also (1988:18) explains that “what the word suggests is beyond what it expresses.” So connotation in a poem is very important, it is the way the poet can enrich the meaning of his poem.

2.1.3 Imagery

Imagery is a word that the poet expresses in his poem to create an impression of poem. Frederik (1988:20) states that “An image is anything we can see, hear, smell, touch or taste”. It means that an image is anything we can feel through the sense. By using imagery, poets provide the sense of impressions in the poem to the readers so that the readers can feel the expression of the poet.

The only thing that poets use to create an image in their poem is language. Language must be more than ordinary language; language must be full of expressions.

2.1.4 Figurative Language

Figurative language means words, phrases, clauses or sentences that have different meaning from the literal meaning. There are many kinds of figurative language, such as simile, metaphor, overstatements, understatements, metonymy, personifications, apostrophe, paradox, and symbol.
a. Simile and Metaphor

Simile usually uses words likes, as, or than to express a resemblance between two essentially unlike entities. On the other hands metaphor is a figure of speech which omit the comparative term (like, as, than) and implies that one thing is another. So we can say that simile is explicit and metaphor is implicit, when simile says that A is like B, metaphor says that A is B (Frederik, 1988:36-7).

b. Overstatement and Understatement

Overstatement or we usually call it hyperbole is an exaggeration of fact, used for serious or comic effect. A poet usually uses it to create a special effect in the poem. On the other hand, understatement is deliberately representing something as much less than it really is (Frederik, 1988:46). 

c. Metonymy

Metonymy is a figure of speech in which the name of one thing is applied to another with which it is closely associated (Frederik, 1988:48). Meanwhile, Freeborn (1988:65) explains that “metonymy is a name or descriptive term transferred to some object different form, but analogous to, that to which it is properly applicable.”, and based on Chapman (1973:78) “metonymy is the use of some feature contiguous or closely associated with the referent”.
d. Personification

Personification is a figure that bestows human traits on anything (non-human). In other words, it gives the attributes of a human being to an animal, an object, or a concept. It is really a kind of metaphor in which one member is always a human being (Frederik, 1988:48).

e. Apostrophe

Apostrophe is a figure in which the absent is addressed as though present, the dead as though living, the inanimate as though animate. It closely related to personification, for when a poet addressed inanimate things, he personifies them (Frederik, 1988:49).

f. Paradox

A paradox is a statement that seems at first glance self-contradictory or opposed to common sense. Yet upon investigation it will be found to express the truth. A special kind of paradox is oxymoron, the associating of opposite terms in a single expression, usually to reflect a mixture of attitudes toward an event (Frederik, 1988:49).

g. Symbol

A symbol is a sign that points to a meaning beyond itself. In this sense, all words and all signs of every kind are symbols. A literary symbol is a thing (an event, a person, a quality) that functions simultaneously in two ways: as itself and as a sign of something outside itself (Frederik, 1988:49-50).

2.1.5 Sounds

The sound pattern of poems may be classified under three heads: alliteration, assonance, and rhyme; they are also called sound devices. The explanations below are quoted from Frederik (1988:56-58).

a. Alliteration

Alliteration is repetition of the same consonantal sound at frequent intervals; they are usually but not necessarily at the beginning of words.

b. Assonance

A second kind of repeated sound is assonance, or the repetition of similar or identical vowel sound. Assonance is not used as deliberately as alliteration, but has the same functions: to please the ear and to give emphasis.

c. Rhyme

A third kind of repeated sound is rhyme. Rhyme may be defined as the repetition of both vowel and consonantal sound at the end of words. It is easily distinguished from the other devices: while “tool” alliterates with “toad”, and “toad” is assonant with “foam”, foam rhymes with home. Rhymes like foam and home are called masculine rhyme that signifies a correspondence in sound between stressed syllables. Feminine rhyme is the term given to the correspondence in sound between words that do not end in an accented syllable: mournfully, scornfully, leaping, creeping, etc.

2.1.6 Form and Structure

Like other art works, poem also has limitations. It has a beginning and end and. In a good poem, all the elements of diction, images, figures of speech, meter,  and  sound are so organized that it makes up an unified whole. A poem also uses metaphorical language and images. It may have a rhyme scheme and a regular stanza pattern, and it may also have lines of varying length. There are three forms of poems; they are continuous form, stanza form, and a fixed form. In continuous form, the elements of formal design are slight. The lines follow each other without formal grouping, and the reader has to break them in units of meaning. In stanza form, the poet writes in a series of stanzas, that is, repeated units having the same number of lines, the same metrical pattern, and often an identical rhyme scheme, and a fixed form is a traditional pattern that applies to a whole poem (Frederik, 1988.62-9).

2.1.7 Meter and Rhythm
The term rhythm refers to any wavelike recurrence of motion or sound. In speech it is the natural rise and fall of language. All language is to some degree rhythmical, for all language involves some kind of alternation between accented and unaccented syllables (Frederik, 1988.80). The reasons of using rhythm in a poem are:

a. To increase enjoyment of the sound of the language.

b. To highlight and emphasize specific words.

c. To achieve a dramatic effect.

d. To suggest the word of the poem. 

Meter is the deliberate use of a regular and recurrent pattern in a literary composition. According to Chapman (1973:86) “general linguistic study is not concerned with meter as such, but meter can be examined linguistically in relation to the rhythm of spoken language”.

The study of meter is a fascinating but highly complex subject. It is by no means an absolute prerequisite to an enjoyment of poetry, but knowledge of its fundamentals does have certain values. Meter signifies the recurrence of a regular rhythmic unit in a poetic line. In English, the meter of a line is determined mainly by the relations of stronger and weaker stresses in the syllables.

2.1.8 Scansion

Scansion is the act of making poem to show the metrical units of which it is composed. The smallest of these metrical units is the syllable. English syllables are of two kinds: accented or stressed and unaccented or unstressed. It also may be pitched slightly higher or held for a slightly longer time (Frederik, 1988:81).
2.1.9 Feet

Feet or foot is a combination of stressed and unstressed syllables which constitutes the recurrent rhythmic unit of a line. The six common kinds of feet in English are: the iambic foot, the trochaic foot, the dactylic foot, the anapestic foot, the spondaic foot, and the pyrrhic foot (Frederik, 1988:82).

2.1.10 Line

Line is a succession of feet which usually begin with capital letter. There are four kinds of line; they are iambic, trochaic, dactylic, and anapestic (Frederik, 1988:82).

2.2  History of Afro Americans

Black Americans or before 1970 African Americans are descendants of enslaved Africans brought to America from 1565 through 1807 during the trans-Atlantic slave trade. For more than three hundred years during the African enslavement was practiced in America, African American people became the subject of discrimination and oppressions and they were entirely out of political power. http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/African_American, “states that, African American people were treated inhumanely by White Americans”. Enslaved African, who was brought to America against their will, brought their religious beliefs, languages, and cultural practices with them. But, slave traders and owners applied a system to erase their culture, completely take their original names, languages, and religious beliefs off from them.

During that era, White Americans forcibly separated African Americans’ Sons and daughters from their parents, forced them to wear mouth bits like horses in order to break their spirits, often worked or beat them to death, lynched them, completely shut them out of educational system, punished them for learning to read because it was illegal for slaves to be taught to read or write, and committed many gross injustices against them with the acquiescence of the legal system. African Americans were frequently sold to different owner; by all means completely destroying their structure of family so thoroughly that the ramifications are still present to this day. From 1940s to the early 1970s, The American Civil Rights Movement puts an end against discrimination toward African Americans in the United States. It leads to increase opportunities for African Americans to be involved into the United States’ political system.

2.3  Definition of  Democracy

According to http://library.thinkquest.org/26466/main.shtml, a literal translation of the Greek dēmokratia, democracy means rule of the people, or government by the people. It was understood by the ancients as the direct participation of the citizen body in the government of the political community. The political and social institutions that originally gave rise to democracy both as a form of government and as a tool of political analysis soon died out, but democracy as an idea or an ideal persisted in various permutations through the survival or recovery of classical political thought. Democracy is a term originating in ancient Greece to designate a government where the people share in directing the activities of the state, as distinct from governments controlled by a single class, select group, or autocrat. The definition of democracy has been expanded, however, to describe a philosophy that insists on the right and the capacity of a people, acting either directly or through representatives, to control their institutions for their own purposes. Such a philosophy places a high value on the equality of individuals and would free people as far as possible from restraints not self-imposed. It insists that necessary restraints be imposed only by the consent of the majority and that they conform to the principle of equality. Democracy first flourished in the Greek city state, reaching its fullest expression in ancient Athens. There the citizens, as members of the assembly, participated directly in the making of their laws. A democracy of this sort was possible only in a small state where the people were politically educated, and it was limited since the majority of inhabitants were slaves or noncitizens. Athenian democracy fell before imperial rule, as did other ancient democracies in the early Italian cities and the early church. In this period and in the middle Ages, ideas such as representation crucial to modern Western democracy were developed. Doctrines of natural law evolved into the idea of natural rights, i.e., that all people have certain rights, such as self-preservation, that cannot be taken from them. The idea of contract followed, that rulers and people were bound to each other by reciprocal obligations. If the sovereign failed in his duties or transgressed on natural rights, the people could take back their sovereignty. This idea, as postulated by John Locke, strongly influenced the development of British parliamentary democracy and, as defined in the social contract theory of Jean Jacques Rousseau, helped form the philosophical justification for the American and French Revolutions. The idea that equality of opportunity can be maintained through political democracy alone has long been challenged by socialists and others, who insist that economic democracy through economic equality and public ownership of the major means of production is the only foundation upon which a true political democracy can be erected.
English settlers in America faced frontier conditions that emphasized the importance of the individual and helped in breaking down class distinctions and prejudices. These led to a democratic political structure marked by a high degree of individualism, civil liberty, and a government limited by law.  Since the mid-20th century, most political systems have described themselves as democracies, but many of them have not encouraged competing political parties and have not stressed individual rights and other elements typical of classic Western democracy. With the collapse of one-party communist rule in Eastern Europe, the fall of authoritarian dictatorships in Latin America, and the end of some one-party states in sub-Saharan Africa, however, the number of true multiparty democracies has increased. Despite the increase in the number of countries holding multiparty elections, however, the United Nations issued a study in 2002 that stated that in more than half the world's nations the rights and freedoms of citizens are limited.

2.4 American Democracy

According to http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Democracy_in_America, “Democracy in America was published in two volumes, the first in 1835 and the other in 1840”. It was immediately popular in both Europe and the United States, while also having a profound impact on the French population. According to Tocqueville, democracy had some unfavorable consequences: the tyranny of the majority over thought, a preoccupation with material goods, and isolated individuals. Democracy in America predicted the violence of party spirit and the judgment of the wise subordinated to the prejudices of the ignorant. From http://library.thinkquest.org/26466/history_of_democracy.html “Modern American democracy is in the form of a democratic republic or a representative democracy”. A representative democracy came about in the United States because the colonists were tired of taxation without representation and wanted a more fair system where the people had more say in the rule of the country. They did not desire the Athenian form of democracy however; as they feared it would give the people too much power and would lend control of the government to the uneducated masses. What they came up with was a representative democracy wherein elected representatives rather than direct rule by the people rule the government. These representatives are elected with the idea that they will accurately represent their constituents, but in case some don’t, the U.S. government is divided into three branches to keep corruption in check. These three branches are the Executive, Legislative, and Judicial branches. No one branch contains absolute power; rather, each branch is balanced off of the others creating a system of checks and balances to protect the principles of democracy. This system is in no way perfect, and this is why we must pursue a more perfect form of democracy and a more perfect union between our citizens, states and country.

2.5 American Social Value

It is stated in http://www.miller-mccune.com/culture/self-respect-tops-list-of-american-social-values-16121/, “The social values of Americans have changed dramatically, with self-respect surging in importance and a sense of security mattering far less than paint a portrait of a self-confident and increasingly individualistic society”. The values are;

2.5.1 Self-respect
Self respect (“to be proud of yourself and confident in whom you are”), an individual with a healthy self-respect “likes” themselves -- even when encountering the inevitable failures in life. To esteem something is to “hold in high regard”. Self-respect (liking ourselves) is always grounded in what we are (and are not) -- not in what we can or cannot accomplish. 

2.5.2 Security

Security (“to be safe and protected from misfortune and attack”), Security and delinquency are linked: "people are driven to do things they do not want to do" (Bernard, 1984, p. 357). The Social Security system was invented to be a safety net to prevent extreme poverty among senior citizens. It is being proposed that, as part of an Opportunity Society, Social Security should be partially converted into a system designed to generate higher levels of wealth than the worker-based cash payments will provide. 

2.5.3 Warm relationships with others

A relationship is normally viewed as a connection between two individuals, or groups of people, such as society may have relations with each other, though this is a much broader domain than that covered under the topic of interpersonal relationships. People in a relationship tend to influence each other, share their thoughts and feelings, and engage in activities together. Because of this interdependence, most things that change or impact one member of the relationship will have some level of impact on the other member.  

2.5.4 Self-fulfillment

Self fulfillment refers to the ability to make yourself happy and complete through your own efforts. Self-fulfillment as the ultimate goal of human are striving and as the fundamental test of the goodness of a human life. In order to fulfill oneself, one needs to find and develop all one's potentials. One's individual assets, as well as all the general human ones with which every human being is fundamentally endowed. Such a process requires building up and integrating into the rest of the personality the elements free from obstructions. In order to do all that, it is essential to find and eliminate the obstructions and the destructive currents. Self-fulfillment also means something much more specific. Humanity consists of men and women. A human being cannot fulfill himself if he or she does not fulfill his manhood or womanhood. This must be the primary aim on which everything else hinges, either directly or indirectly. 

2.5.5 Sense of belonging

A sense of belonging is about validating the importance of the cultural lives, cultural expressions and cultural experiences of refugees and asylum seekers as part of the process of their inclusion and integration. It is unashamedly based on the assumption that such integration and inclusion is necessary and welcome in civilized society; that societies which are stable and safe have a responsibility to offer refuge to those whose lives are under threat in other territories; that such a responsibility will inevitably bring the world’s diverse cultures to enrich these shores, and that such new influences and ideas will challenge to adapt, just as our society and cultures challenge those who arrive to adapt with us. 

2.6 American Religious value 

According to http://endtimepilgrim.org/puritans13.htm, American fundamentalists are a vibrant company of Christian believers. They also happen to be the most politically active church members this world has ever seen. The history of American fundamentalist Biblical Christians we soon realize that this inclination towards political and social action based on Biblical Christian faith is not a new phenomenon at all. Puritans were a breed of Biblical Christians with a penchant for politically activity. They made the spiritual emergence during the Biblical revival of the 1500's. At that time they embraced the English Reformation with vigor. Then they went on to make their extraordinary political emergence in the early 1600's. The Puritans were in fact the movers and shakers in the English Parliament of that time. Their political emergence eventually led on into their military emergence. When the English Civil War erupted in the 1640's the Puritans were there right in the thick of it. In fact the puritan army was the heart and soul of the Army of Parliament. That war has also been called the Puritan Revolution. The Puritans pursued their business in a very constrained and orderly way. But they were deadly serious about what they were doing under God. They put the king of England on trial and judged him as they would any citizen of the land. And they were not amenable to compromise or corruption. This sort of action against a ruling king was unheard of back in those days. The political Christian movement we see today and refer to as the 'Religious Right' is not a new phenomenon at all. The movement can be seen as a recent upsurge in a continuing stream of Biblical Christians. 

Here some American religious values;

2.6.1 The spirit of goodness

The most common forms of the monotheistic religions are Judaism, Chistianity and Islam all hold that god is good, god is love, god is the most merciful, god is perfectly good, etc. These define the benevolence or omnibenevolence of God. It is one of the three "omnis" of a creator god: omnipotent, omnibenevolent, omniscient. 

Fanani (2009: 108) stated that “God, as the ultimate creator, created goodness. God is also said to be a perfectly good benevolent God. This means that God fulfils every possibility of the goodness it has created. It is the be-all and end-all of goodness, perfectly good and unerringly good”. If God was not 100 percent perfectly moral, God would not be perfect. This results in a complete lack of free will for God.

God knows the nuances and complexities of every situation. God knows which actions are optimal; it knows which actions are perfectly good. Only God, we would guess, is capable of performing actions that are perfectly good. And it does so unerringly, constantly, because it itself is perfectly good and never errors. It is all-knowing and perfectly good. But, the problem is for free will, in any situation, of all the possible things God could do. God does the perfectly morally right one. It never chooses an inferior course of action because it is perfect. If it acted imperfectly, it would not be perfect.

So, in any situation, a perfectly moral God has no choice: It must carry out what action is most good. God, in creating goodness, and being perfectly good, is completely limited to only a set, predetermined series of actions. In any situation, at any point in time or out of time, God has no free will: It must robotically and automatically carry out the precise action that is perfectly good.

2.6.2 The spirit of integrity

Integrity is a concept of consistency of actions, values, methods, measures, principles, expectations, and outcomes. In ethics, integrity is regarded as the honesty and truthfulness or accuracy of one's actions. According to Fanani (2009: 110) “Integrity can be regarded as the opposite of hypocrisy that regards internal consistency as a virtue, and suggests that parties holding apparently conflicting values should account for the discrepancy or alter their beliefs”.
According to http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Integrity, the word "integrity" stems from the Latin adjective integer (whole, complete). In this context, integrity is the inner sense of "wholeness" deriving from qualities such as honesty and consistency of character. As such, one may judge that others "have integrity" to the extent that they act according to the values, beliefs and principles they claim to hold.

2.6.3 The spirit of love

Fanani (2009: 113) states that “God has created every human being in His image, which means that we are created to love”. We are created to need love and we are created to give love. Most people do not know what love is. As people become more "world focused" they seem to develop a distorted view about what love is.

The Bible tells us that “God is love”, ands the Bible also says that God is Spirit, that means true Love is a Spirit, the Holy Spirit. But of course there are counterfeit forms of what people call love. As fruits of the Holy Spirit describes love; 

But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, {23} gentleness, self-control. Against such there is no law. {24} And those who are Christ's have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. {25} If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit. http://www.allaboutgod.com/god-is-love.htm. 
Love is more than a feeling, it is more than an experience, it is the manifested presence of God, the glory of God. 

2.7 Structural Approach

Structural approach appeared in the 1960s, introduced by Ferdinand de Saussure. His scientific investigations of language provide a new theory and approach of literary analysis. Based on Bressler (1999:88), structuralism is an approach to literary analysis grounded in structural linguistics, the science of language. Meanwhile, Semi (1985:44-45) adds that structural approach views and analyzes a literary work to its intrinsic aspects which build a literary work namely theme, plot, setting, character, and style of writing.

2.8  Sociological Approach
Sociological approach in literature is the correlation between literature and society, how the authors are influenced by their experiences in society, culture, and law, how the social functions in literature and how literature works in society. Based on Escarpit (2005:8) literature must be seen in the point of view which the relationship between literature and social life and history of the authors inseparable, and it also must ignore the subjective and arbitrary point of view which considers that every book is independent.

2.9  Sociology in literature

Sociological approach in literature, at the first time, appear not as a method to critic literature but as an idea or concept which is stated by literary critics. Escarpit (2005:11) on his book stated that since 1960, the development of ideas of structuralism had opened new perspective view for sociology of literature in the beginning, particularly by Roland Barthes.

Sociology in literature has three orientations; first orientation is in the aspect of the literary works, second orientation is in the aspect of the author, and the last is in the aspect of the readers. In this study, the writer applies sociological approach which focuses on the author’s life and what things which influence the author in creating his works. Wellek & Warren (1990:114) explain that the sociology of authors come from first problem, involvement, and social ideology of the authors. So, we can differentiate the authors from their level of integration in the social process. Because of common tendency of modern era and western literature, the relationship between authors and their social class become weak. Then, authors make an intelligentsia group, a professional and independent group, which stands between classes that exist at that time. The sociology of literature has jobs to investigate the social status of a class, examining the dependence of that class to the aristocratic class, and then studying the economic sources and its prestige in society.
CHAPTER III

METHODS OF INVESTIGATION

In this chapter I present the method of Investigation. This chapter consists of several sub-chapters; they are design of the study, object of the study, source of data, data, instrument, and data analysis.
3.1 Design of the Study

This study uses descriptive qualitative research which relates to the library research and focuses on the textual data that appeared in the poem. http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Descriptive_research, explains that descriptive method means a procedure of problem solving which is investigated by drawing or portraying conditions of the subjects or objects of research (human, institution, society, etc) this time based on the facts that appear or as they are. From the quotations above we can conclude that descriptive qualitative research refers to two things; description and analysis. Descriptive qualitative research has its own characteristics which is different from quantitative research.

 This research will describe the facts from the poem by analyzing the intrinsic elements of the poem, and reveal the influence of society to the poet in creating the poem using the sociological approach which focuses on the sociology of the autho

3.2 Object of the Study

The object of the study is a poem by Hughes entitled Freedom’s plow. It was the poem dealing with race discrimination in America. Besides, this poem illustrates the Afro Americans from their ancestral origins to their recent existence in South America on how Afro Americans wanted to be citizen, the optimistic of Afro Americans to get freedom, which finally, the need for equality with the white. Hughes’ poem shows the need for more equal treatment between races, especially in the South where slavery was traditionally considered normal or even beneficial to both races. This poem also describes horrific condition of black, due the racism and their struggle against it. Hopefully, these situations would not take place in other parts of the world. 
3.3 Source of Data
There are two sources of data in this final project; they are primary and secondary data. The primary data were data taken from the main source of poem entitled “Freedom’s Plow”. They are in the form words, phrases, lines, stanzas and the biography of Langston Hughes. The secondary data was data taken from the books, dictionaries, and internet which relates to the topic of analysis and support the primary data.
3.4 Data

The data will be taken from the meaning drawn from the intrinsic elements of poem, form of words, lines, and stanzas in the poem that explain an issue; and the biography of the author that reveals the influence of the society to the author in creating the poem.
3.5 Instruments

In conducting this study, I used two types of instruments. They are observation sheets and lists of question.

3.5.1 Observation Sheet

I made a record of the findings in an observation sheet. In the observation sheet, I wrote down the words and lines in the poem that relates to the topic, and the things that influence Hughes in creating the poem which were used as data of this study. This observation sheet is attached in the appendixes.
3.5.2 List of Question

Besides the observation sheet, I also applied question sheet that consisted of some list of questions. These questions were used to help in determining and understanding the concepts and situations presented by the Hughes in his poem Freedom’s Plow. These questions are also designed to figure out the statements of the problem. The lists of questions and the answers are attached in the appendixes.
3.6 Data Analysis

I used sociological approach in this study, since this study is looking for the influence of the society to Hughes in creating his poem Freedom’s Plow. Sociological critic has a descriptive function: with the social description that covers a literary work, it often gives great contribution for the success of a literary critic that has been done (Semi, 1985:60).

There were six procedures in data analysis. They are as follows:
3.6.1 Reading 

The first step was reading the poem and the biography of the author carefully in order to comprehend the content. Reading was the first step in analyzing the poem. With comprehensive reading, then reading result of the data related to the topic was collected.
3.6.2 Identifying the data 

The next step was identifying the data by underlining and bracketing words, phrases, lines, stanzas, from the poem and from the biography of the author.
3.6.3 Inventorying the data

After identifying the data, I listed the data into columns.  I classified the overall data in several appendixes, and to make it easy, I used table to store the data. These tables of data are attached in appendixes. 
3.6.4 Classifying the data

After inventorying the data, I classified the inventoried data into some criteria based on the case analyzed in order to make it easy to analyze by separating data from non-data, for example by marking, underlining or rewriting the suspected data from the poem.
3.6.5  Analyzing the data 

The approach in this study is sociological approach. Namely, the poem is analyzed using sociological approach to gain the objective of the study. By using the sociological approach, I analyze the social and religious values in the poem “freedoms’ plow ” and makes the structure of the poem that consist social, religious, and democracy in America. Then, the major theme of poem “freedom’s plow” must be connected toward the biography of Langston Hughes by using the sociological approach that focuses on the sociology of the author. It deals with the moments or events in the author’s life and the influences of society that can help me find the connection and reflection between the major theme and biography of Langton Hughes.
3.6.6  Reporting the data

Finally, the findings were presented in the form of descriptive qualitative report by making the description of the selected stanza, line, phrase or word that supports the analysis. Then, drawing the conclusion is to answer the statements of the problem.

CHAPTER IV

ANALYSIS

This chapter analyzes the poem entitled Freedom's Plow which consists of analysis of the types of racism, social and religious values in poetry, and the relationship of social and religious values in American democracy.
4.1 About the Poem

In the poem Freedom's Plow, the author tried to tell to white people as oppressors that they had ever lived in the same place or country in the United States, hopefully there is no discrimination in their life. In this poem, the author uses various images to show the existence of discrimination suffered by blacks. Some signs of discrimination which occurred in this poem are the negative stereotypes, prejudice, hatred and regression in the society. At the beginning of the lines of his poem the author wanted to evoke the spirit of black people that they were born with the same conditions. As a human being we must begin struggle from ourselves. This poem dedicated to Afro Americans to begin their struggle by themselves. They have to realize that they are the same as God creation who have mentality and spiritual to improve them. Both mentality and spiritual espouse each other to compose human being to be a good person. Mentality leads one to take a wisdom based on common

 sense. Whereas, spiritual leads a person to take a decision based on God’s rule. It showed in stanza 1, lines 1-8  
When a man starts out with nothing,

When a man starts out with his hands

Empty, but clean,
When a man starts out to build a world

He starts first with himself

And the faith that is in his heart-

The strength there to build. 

It means that, people must have a willing. Willing is a person's dreams and hopes about the future. For some people, a willing is the purpose of life. A willing is sometimes just a dream. As it is expected by the author, when we have a willing, we must dare to dream. Because by having a dream, it can burn the spirit to move forward to a clear and purposeful step in living. A man without a willing is like water flowing from the mountains to the lowlands, following the river takes him anywhere. Man without willingness is like someone who walks on without a clear purpose, so that he could even farther go astray again. In this poem the author also reminded people to maintain unity among Afro Americans to achieve the expected goals.

4.2 Afro Americans’ Spirit

Americans believe that they should have a fighting spirit if they want to achieve their dreams and get a better life. Langston Hughes as Americans had his group to build the spirit of faction to rise up and work hard to achieve happiness. In his poem, the spirit is not only created from others, but it is more from us. The most important thing in our life is that we must have a willing to get a decent life. After having a willing, then we must start thinking on how to make it happens. The main thing is to notice the surroundings, namely by exploring the existing potential. This stanza shows the spirit that we must bear in ourselves, in order to build the willing
When a man starts out with nothing,

When a man starts out with his hands

Empty, but clean,

When a man starts to build a world,

He starts first with himself

And the faith that is in his heart

The strength there,

The will there to build.

(Stanza 1, lines 1-8)

This stanza means that as a person, we have to have a spirit of life. The spirit itself comes from personality confidence. Feeling confidence will make us be more convinced about we are going to do. By grounding the belief and perception that we are more important ones than what others are saying about us. We are valuable people who have to respect ourselves. That is the belief that we must bear in life. After knowing the importance of self-esteem, surely we should try as much as possible, because by the maximum effort we will not feel inferior to our shortcomings. Self-esteem is formed by complacency and taking the advantage of our potential. Building self-esteem must necessarily be coupled with an attitude of relentless optimism. At least, with an optimistic attitude we can introspect ourselves when we made a mistake. Try that a mistake is a field for introspection. It is also with the optimistic attitude we will be able change our perception for the negative into a positive things.
4.3 Afro Americans Struggle

In society, there are many events experienced by the individual. As a result, it is possible for cooperation, action and competition to happen. To make the cooperation and win the competition, people have to struggle to show their existence. In his poem, the struggle is shown by Hughes as part of African Americans fighting for the rights. It is required for cooperation to fight for their rights. In his poetry, Hughes asked to begin their life by improving themselves and uphold the togetherness. Due to the spirit of togetherness and hard work, Hughes believes that they will be able to find the meaning of their life. The data of struggle and cooperation can be shown in (stanza 3, lines 1-13).

The eyes see there materials for building,

See the difficulties, too, and the obstacles.

The mind seeks a way to overcome these obstacles.

 The hand seeks tools to cut the wood,

To till the soil, and harness the power of the waters.

Then the hand seeks other hands to help,

A community hands to help

Thus the dream becomes not one man’s dream alone,

But a community dream.

Not my world alone,

But your world and my world,

Belonging to all the hands who build.

The stanza above describes that all the capabilities that one must be optimistic in reaching a goal when someone has the imagination and a dream to be successful. It must be realized at the time anyway, do not delay and only stops to imagine and dream alone. If they only stop on the imagination and dream, it only will hinder their progress. Successful people are always action-oriented and not wishful .As Hughes revealed in the poem, that African Americans should rise up. Establish a plan that is accompanied by measures to be taken and also try to overcome the problems that will occur. People who always work hard to satisfy every inch of his or her imagination and success, they must continue to work and do something that becomes his or her hope without despair, without being accompanied by the chin, procrastinating, and laziness, because they should realize that a second time is very precious and should not be wasted. They must realize that the opportunity will never approach us, when we do not want to do it. Another act that is considered as fighting for our life is the attitude of perseverance. Perseverance is important and just as important as hard work and maximum effort. Without persistence, despite we have worked hard, someone will be failing in the process to success. People who fail are those who stop when they feel a failure and do not try to realize the goals. 

4.4 The Social and Religious Values in the Poem

4.4.1 The social value 

Social Values are values (standards) concerned with social aspects of human life. For example, truth, honesty, justice, kindness, generosity, tolerance, patriotism, perfection, excellence, etc. Social Values foster economic progress of a society. For instance, if truth and honesty are practised by every body, it will promote fair dealings in all walks of life such as business, education, political, social services, etc. Moreover, Social Values also foster social development, in which the society like co-operation, tolerance, respect for seniors, etc. tend to improve social ties or relations. When a person extends his hand of co-operation to others, even the enemies will have to check their inimical relations. Some American social values are follows: 
4.4.1.1 Self-respect 

Having respect for others is difficult if we have no respect for ourselves. The idea of self-respect is very closely related to self-confidence, but respect is more about what we do whereas confidence is about how we feel. The two go hand-in-hand. Generally, one respects the ones who have more experience and are more accomplished than ourselves. As Hughes asserts the importance of respecting themselves for the Afro-American people in stanza 1, line 1-8. 

When a man starts out with nothing,

When a man starts out with his hands,

Empty, but clean,

When a man starts to build a world,

He starts first with himself

And the faith that is in his heart 

The strength there,

The will there to build.

From the stanza above, it is explained that as Afro Americans, they have to have awareness of self –esteem on how people get acknowledgement from others. It means that self-esteem is an attitude on how to give goodness to ourselves, in order to be able to satisfy our inner that can make us more confident and be able to dominate our environmental condition. It also has something to do with a belief that we are proper, able and useful in whatever we do, are doing or will do in our life. So, self-esteem is a realization of courage to admit our shortcomings. Accordingly, we can focus on what we will do and have done as a principle to improve our life. It is not about what we can not do and what have not done, along with burden on feeling guilty and hesitant. It also has something to do with determining a goal and our way, not only to get a acceptance from others. As shown by stanza 2, line 1 that Afro America must have a dream “First in the heart is a dream”, because by having a dream, they will be aware and understand about them. In addition, they will see and appreciate how unique they really are, and the more they will respect themselves, discover their principles, personality, talents, and stop accusing to other people's approval and start developing their own standards. 
4.4.1.2 Security
Living in a society makes life more meaningful. With our community we can also share about our life. They become part and protector in life. Protection of the security and togetherness of life is necessary for any individual or community. Sense of security is responsibility to the people who are bound together with its environment. Slavery or criminal action is an act which violates human rights. As in stanza 11, lines 8-9
In those dark days of slavery,

Guarding in their heart the seed of freedom   

It is a story of Blacks who are victims of slavery. They crave the protection to be people who have the same rights and obligations in society.

4.4.1.3 Warm relationships with others

Humans will not be able to live in peace if they are not able to establish harmony with the natural environment where they live and interact. Even commonly believed, that man is the microcosm and the macrocosm of the universe. It gives an idea of ​​the importance of mutually supportive relationships between human activity and consciousness of the fact of the natural environment. Harmony is the sacred ideals of every human being, because of the harmonious relationship many problems can be settled together. However in reality, there is a society that is increasingly away from the harmony, the attitude of white people which becomes an exemplary harmonious relationship fade between citizens as the exemplifies of the diminishing of social values ​​in public relations. The situation is shown in stanza 11, line 11“Keep your hand on the plow! Hold on!”. It shows the importance of having good relation to each other. In order that we can live in peaceful. “Plow” is a symbol of servant that uses farmer to furrow the field. This symbol refers to black who always considered as servant to white.   Brotherhood as a means of having good relationship also occurred in this poem. It suggests to Americans to always keep togetherness in their daily life, because of brotherhood makes us stand and be persistent. It showed in stanza 13, line 13 “BROTHERHOOD!”.
The society circumstances are inseparable from the attitude of devout members of the community itself to reflect what government wanted. Hughes expected that Afro Americans support each other and work together in reaching their goals. Their ideal is to struggle for their rights as citizens. Struggle for public purposes is based on a sense of kinship. As stated in stanza 3 lines of 6 "Then the hand seeks other hands to help" this line suggests the black people to always go hand in hand and maintain unity in the realization of the willing. The ideals which they hope may be realized, if loyalty is born of a thorough understanding and successfully strong form of belief, that the union has its own power that can grant all expectations, and provide a harmonious relationship with them. The thing they should do next is to fight for their rights with the underlying intention and strong determination to overcome all temptations whatsoever.
4.4.1.4 Self-fulfillment

Everyone has skills, talents and abilities that require the need for self-expression. It is the ability to use them for both self-improvement and for the enhancement of society as a whole which gives life purpose. Anyone who has a purpose never needs to greed and selfishness. The strength of any society is based on the attitude in the minds of its citizens, the values of hard work and generosity insures the family and the nation to stay strong and united. As suggested by Hughes in his poem stanza 3 lines 4 and 5

The hand seeks tools to cut the wood,

To till the soil, and harness the power of the waters

As the race discriminated, African Americans do not just wait or ask for their needs. But more than that, they should start thinking about their well-being by exploring the potential of existing natural sources, natural grace which is given to them should be able to beneficial to them. The availability of natural resources to fulfill basic needs, and availability of enough space to live at a certain level of social stability is called the environmental capacity. In short, the environmental carrying capacity is the ability of the environment to support the life of all living things. The grace of the environment can be illustrated in stanza 7, line 5 “Turning the rich soil went the plow in many hands”. This line indicates the potential of nature in supporting Afro Americans life. They must keep togetherness in order to give the usefulness of one self and next generation.
4.4.1.5 A sense of belonging

A sense of belonging (social connectedness) appears to have steadily eroded for all age groups, genders, all education, groups and most society in the United States. If a person looks to him or herself as the ultimate arbiter of most things, a need for belonging ought to correspondingly diminish”. Natural resources and individuals that we have should be able to be utilized properly. Nature is a part of our life which has given the benefit of mankind and must be guarded and cared. Meanwhile, the body and its parts are as a means of exploring the potential of the environment around us. As the author expressions on the line;
Who is America? You, me!
We are America!
To the enemy who would conquer us from without,
We say, NO!
To the enemy who would divide
And conquer us from within,
We say, NO!
FREEDOM!
BROTHERHOOD!
DEMOCRACY!
To all the enemies of these great words:
We say, NO!


This stanza describes that America belongs to all citizen. As citizen we would never be allowed if we are divorced. As citizen, we must keep freedom, brotherhood, and struggle for democracy in our country.  

4.4.2 The Religious

Living in the world must have longed for the welfare of our life, but sometimes people are less aware that they are a prosperous person. The most important thing is to create prosperity in religious spirit. If we live without the spirit, without faith in ourselves, the potential welfare will not be able to enjoy, which causes the well-being will never occur in our personal, will not manifest in our life, and will never appeared. In this poem Langston Hughes tries to awaken the religious spirit of African Americans. It is shown in stanza 1, line 5 “he starts firs with himself”.

In this line the author hopes that Afro American’s will start something with each individual conviction and belief in God help who has created us as human being. Because of the belief, they would be able to find the truth within themselves and their life. A man is destined to become the creator of prosperity. Human would never feel satisfaction for the meaning of well-being, and look for the welfare itself. It has been countless of human creativity that reflects any desire to reach welfare. Religious spirit is the spirit of life bestowed by God to man in order to be fully living, growing, and being successful in this world. In the Greek concept, man is understood as a unified creature that consists of three components: spirit, soul and body. Spirit is the essence of human personality, the essence of life itself, even the importance substances of human being. A spirit has its attributes such as eternity, glory, holiness, beauty and wonder. Spirit comes from God, nourished by God, and will return to God. Our spirit is "covered" by or "homeless" in the body processed through our souls in three expressions: emotion, will and ratios. In Indonesian language, the spirit is to the soul (emotions, will and ratio) is called the intellect. Religious people tend to be able to use their minds by sensitivity to their environment. In his poem, Hughes also asks blacks to explore their natural potential by hard work. This is revealed in the phrase "The hand seeks tools to cut the wood" (stanza 3, line 4). Religious people usually are sensitive and caring to their surroundings. They are friendly to their environment in the broad sense. They are always learning and adapting the world to live peacefully with them. They always treat, manage, use, and come and flow with the surrounding natural environment in a good and efficient way. From there, they will be so fused with the surrounding environment, business environment, home environment, community, schools and so on. Thus, they will live correspondingly to their ideals and great goal.
With the same purpose they also build togetherness by good morals and right and have the self-identity and personality. Thus, religious people will always balance the personality itself and the entire existing environment. From there, they will get a unique and charismatic human predicates which behavior will lead to belief, truth and peace in his neighborhood. Hughes in his poem also has the African Americans to uphold the values ​​of togetherness. As mentioned in stanza 3, line 10 "Not my dream alone, but our dream". And in stanza 10, lines 13-15. At that line, they realize to their ideals which only in their imagination and has never been expressed.
NO MAN IS GOOD ENOUGH

TO GOVERN ANOTHER MAN

WITHOUT THAT OTHER’S CONSENT

This stanza contains the notion that religious people have the attitude of mutual cooperation, tolerance, and willing to share to others. It can be reflected from a leader (be corporate leaders, state, household, or otherwise) that is not like the centralization and like to impose the will, and be tolerant and democratic, so they love and respect subordinates, the opponent, or colleagues. This people will last a long time sitting in a well-being and always at top power, highly respected both by opponents and friends, and become the person who will prosper. Religious people have principle of never complaining and despairing if they fail sometimes. It is a symbol of religious and oriented people. In their life, religious people are very cautious to their attitude and saying, keeping the charisma and personality of the greatest one, and show good self-image. It is also revealed in the poem in stanza 13, lines 6-8

Don’t be discourage, builder!

If the fight is not yet won,

Don’t be weary, soldier!
The religious spirit, it will rise to a principle or slogan that could motivate for the appearance of the spirit of their success. With the slogan, usually someone will show enthusiasm, passion, steadfastness, perseverance and not easy to despair when facing a failure, adversity, or sturdy barrier.
4.4.2.1 Religious Value
Basically religion becomes a basic reference to people's life. The teachings reflected in religion are forms of command and prohibition for the creation of life as follows: religion aims to establish an attitude in soul with good manners with ​​God and environment. All religion has been very imperfect because it can lead its people to be good and right and justified. 
Religion can uphold human beliefs only to God who then organize human life in the world, so life will be well-regulated, achieve prosperous, inward and outwardly, treasure the world and the hereafter. Religion can uphold and implement worship only to God, and most importantly religion can enhance human morality.
Some religions teach values and create well-being of mankind, namely;
4.4.2.1.1 The spirit of goodness

It means positive, useful and harmonious. Goodness only comes from God, and God is almighty goodness. God creates goodness to regulate human life with its reward. In addition, we as human beings are expected to give goodness to environment. Hopefully, it can give the spirit to the Afro Americans struggle for rights which refers to God teaching. Hughes gives the title of this poem by "Freedoms’ plow" because he felt the lack of good attitude shown by white people toward the Afro-American people. They lack of treatment, and protection of their rights. Living in a harmonious country is a willing to every person. As stated in the poem, people who have a spirit of goodness like to live in peace. It is shown in stanza 13, lines 27-29. 

FREEDOM!
BROTHERHOOD!
DEMOCRACY!
Those words are as fundamental of a country which has concept sharing to its citizen. Trust sharing is the foundation of community life. Maintaining the trust is as well as keeping yourself, because self-esteem is formed from a trust that we have done in daily life. The dim of trust of African Americans to white leads a gap between them. The gaps will influence harmony of their life. As stated in line "Now it is me here, and you there" (Stanza 9, line 1). This line indicates a dissension between them. In this poem, the dissensions are between blacks and whites.
A man who has good attitude also like to share to others, as stated in stanza 14, lines 9-13.

That tree is for everybody,
For all America, for all the world.
May its branches spread and shelter grow
Until all races and all peoples know its shade.
KEEP YOUR HAND ON THE PLOW! HOLD ON! 
The author wants to express feeling of his love by keeping togetherness, and share if he gets goodness.
4.4.2.1.2 The spirit of integrity 

Integrity contains a unity of purity, health, and wholeness. Because these attributes are complementary and perfect. Integrity also requires us to have sense of responsibility and rightness. As in stanza 1, line 6 "and the faith is in his heart" that truth comes from the conscience. Because the conscience are as handless, guidelines, or norms to judge an action, whether the action is right or wrong. The conscience is also as a handle or concrete norm rules in daily life and awakens people to the value and dignity. Our attitude towards the conscience is to respect every sound that is coming out of our conscience, Listen carefully and thoroughly every whisper of conscience. Consider to what was said by conscience and implement what it’s told.
On the other hand, the human soul is essentially always longed for progress and growth toward a higher, better, or more perfect. Nevertheless, in the depths of human hearts they wanted the progress and the impossibility of penetrating the boundaries of the past and break down the walls of the present impossibility. This is what makes the future always look very interesting and makes the challenges of the future. In his poem, Hughes hopes the progressing towards his group, which can bring them to the better future. As showed in stanza 13, lines 21-26.

We are America!
To the enemy who would conquer us from without,
We say, NO!
To the enemy who would divide
And conquer us from within,
We say, NO!

This stanza expresses the integrity as citizen who feels of behaving. He or she would never be afraid of them. He or she has spirit to fight, even though has to die. 

4.4.2.1.3 The spirit of love 

Love in this poem means proactive action by using the value of kindness to a loved person or object that driven by the joy of love to give a sincere, disinterested and free from self-reward. Joy has a great impact of the emergence of abundant life energy, heightened creativity, and the emergence of the works with such understanding, the spirit of love has the same meaning to the spirit of creativity and innovation. Due to the presence of joy, we are able to create new things that are useful for all activities, businesses and our lives. Similarly, love can make this life free of the kinds of fears and concerns. In the poem Hughes shows motivation of love to the Afro American as follows;
That tree is for everybody,
For all America, for all the world.
May its branches spread and shelter grow
(stanza 14, lines 9-11) SimakBaca secara fonetik
In this stanza, the poet gives motivation to African Americans to live peacefully which is full of love.

4.4.2.1.4 The spirit of excellence
Every human being wants to have the best personality, best in everything, and be able to conquer anything to get the best. After getting an ultimate, absolutely they will feel satisfaction and happiness. Therefore, if it is existence to their life, then he will be a persistent man. Humans will be outstanding men if they are able to highlight their strengths and shortcomings. 

Nobody is perfect. Everyone has strengths and weaknesses of each. However, we use to learn to know what weaknesses we have. If we used to cover up or fix our weakness, but unfortunately we are too busy to fix the flaws and find the strength of ourselves that cause our potential or strength of the best neglected. Delaying potentials can affect an obstacle to our development. Therefore, we should be able to direct, develop, and nurture our potential instead of our potential. It is reflected on line 5 "he starts first with Himself" stanza 1. It gives the sense to what we should be aware of the potential we have.
4.5 The Relation between the Social and Religious Values and the Struggle for American Democracy 

Religious teachings and social norms have an important role in human life; both of them are supporting the stability of human life. Religious teachings are more definite; but it has different assumptions and translation, while social norms are changed by looking at existing conditions. Religion is the spiritual power of man. It is believed to able to motivate the spiritual members need in their life. Moreover, in the history of human civilization, religion is also able to be a motivator for inventors of new useful findings. Therefore, a positive expectation that is hung to the religion is not something impossible.

Religion is able to contribute actively and continuously in maintaining the integrity of the community, although the ritual activities of its adherents appear to be individual. Moreover, if the religious activities are acceptable, consider the interests of many people, and build up nation integrity. It means that the implementation of religion should be conducted in a democratic, fair and equitable way. As a positive role, religion has some rules, namely: educational, rescue, social control, fostering fraternity, and religious transformation values ​​in society. Thus, the role of religion is very important in life of the nation, as long as religion conducted in a democratic, honest, and fair way without any politicization of religion itself. For these reasons, the most important thing is to actualize such a religion in daily life. It is on how society can develop a positive attitude, wise and constructive in their life toward teaching. It would require the development of the attitude of pluralism in order to become a spirit power in society, where religion is used as a foundation of ethics, while democracy will become a kind of common denominator. Social value is a part of the culture of a society; therefore every citizen shall concern to preserve it by applying it in their life, because the social value is obtained through a process of interaction which is then transformed or passed through a learning process that includes socialization, acculturation and diffusion. Social value is also a measure of social regulation that is also social need. It means that the social value serves as a means to achieve common goals in the society. Social values ​​ existing in society has the effect or impact on the actions of each citizen in the communities that affect an individual's personality as a community member. For example is the value that prioritizes collaboration would evoke individuals’ loyalty to others. As in Hughes poem struggle for the rights, then they should maintain unity. As in stanza 11, line 11 "Keep your hand on the plow! Hold on". It means to maintain unity among African Americans. The values ​​that prioritize individualism will cause individuals’ selfishness, who tends to become apathetic to the problems faced by other people or problems that exist in the society. It is also expressed in this poem, namely in stanza 9
Now it is Me here, and you there.

Now it’s Manhattan, chicago

Seatle, New Orleans,

Boston and El Paso-

(baris 1-4)

 
These lines indicate the existence of discrimination against blacks who live in countryside. They live apart from white class of people who have superior facilities compared to blacks. Social values ​​may also provide a set of social norms that can establish the social price of (one's position) in the community. Social values ​​may also allow the establishment of a comprehensive system of social stratification that exists in every society then can lead community members in thinking and behaving positively attitude. This happens because the community members can always see how to act and behave the best, and this greatly affects their life. Social value is also as the final determinant for humans to fulfill their social roles. Social value also creates social interest in encouraging people to make something that is asked and expected by the role towards achieving the goals of the purpose of life in society that can be an instrument of solidarity among group members or the public. By social value, people will feel the unity. The role of social value can be regulation or control human behavior, encourage, guide, and sometimes push people to do well, which can ultimately lead to feelings of guilty if he or she breaks the rule.

On the basis of social and religious values, Langston Hughes tried to raise the spirits of Afro Americans to struggle for their rights as citizens in the hope of no discriminatory practices in their manifest democratic life. Life is not partial to one or particular group, in this case white people are always guaranteed a decent living compared to blacks. Historically, blacks also had the same role to whites on building America.  As mentioned in stanza 7 and 8 that they had ever worked together.

Down into the earth went the plow

In the free hands and the slave hands,

In indentured hands and adventurous hands

Turning the rich soil went the plow in many hands 

That planted and harvested the food that fed

And the cotton that clothed America.

Clang against the trees went the ax into many hands

That hewed and shaped the rooftops of America.

Splash into the rivers and the seas went the boat-hulls

That moved and transported America.

Crack went the whips that drove the horses

Across the plains of America.

Free hands and slave hands,

Indentured hands, adventurous hands,

White hands and black hands

Held the plow handles,

Ax handles, hammer handles,

Launched the boats and whipped the horses

That fed and housed and moved America.

Thus together through labor,

The stanza above describes the value of togetherness among blacks and whites to realize their expectations in building America country. They are together care for, cultivate and develop the natural potential of America for the creation and fulfillment of their life, in order they can live peacefully and prosper. America is known as the state that implement the system of democracy for its citizen are expected to provide protection and a decent living for blacks, because they also had an important role in realizing America.

CHAPTER V

CONCLUSSION AND SUGGESTION

This chapter provides the conclusion and suggestion dealing with the discussion of social and religious values in the struggle for American democracy in Langston Hughes’ poem ”Freedom’s Plow” . There will be two sub chapters; the first is conclusion of the topic that has been discussed. The second chapter is the suggestion for the readers who are reading and doing research on the same topic.

5.1 Conclusion

The conclusions of the analysis are;

1. People should struggle to reach their dream, human rights, and get better life. The struggle in this analysis occurred in some stanzas and lines as its explanation. Black people have been stereotyped and discriminated in all aspects in their life. Black people struggle to obtain the equal rights as white people so that they will have the same opportunities of becoming citizen.  

2. Afro Americans should begin their struggle by both social and religious values to get their rights. There are many things that they have to do for their life and their generation. They should be able to make use of their environment. 

3. The social willing will arise if the society keeps their brotherhood.    
5.2 Suggestion

The picture of life can be seen from literary work because it reflects the condition of life, phenomena, and issues that happen in our environment and social life. Poetry, as one kind of literary work, can portray man’s life, his ideals of something. I analyze about struggle for American democracy. This poetry teaches us about how we face our problem, struggle for human rights, and how to pursue the happiness. It is expected that the readers will share with Hughes’ views about democracy and learn the values to improve their lives and to nurture fighting spirit to get a better life. APPENDIX 2

Biography of Langston Hughes

Langston Hughes was born in Joplin, Missouri, on February 1, 1902, to Carrie M. Langston and James N. Hughes. His parents separated soon after his birth, and Hughes was raised mainly by his mother, his grandmother, and a childless couple, the Reeds. He attended public schools in Kansas and Illinois and upon graduating elementary school, Hughes was named class poet, although he had never even written a poem. That title sparked an interest in writing poetry. 

Hughes graduated from high school in Cleveland, Ohio, in 1920. His high school companions, most of whom were white, remembered him as a handsome "Indian-looking" youth whom everyone liked and respected for his quiet, natural ways and his abilities. He won an athletic letter in track and held offices in the student council and the American Civic Association. In high school Hughes was introduced to the works of poet Carl Sandburg (1878–1967), another poet from the Midwest. Also at this time, Hughes himself began writing poetry and developing his unique style. He began submitting his work to magazines, but all were rejected. Hughes spent the year after high school in Mexico with his father, who tried to discourage him from writing. But Hughes's poetry and prose (writings) were beginning to appear in the Brownie's Book, a publication for children edited by W. E. B. Du Bois (1868–1963), and he was starting work on more ambitious material for adult readers. The poem "A Negro Speaks of River," which marked this development, appeared in the Crisis magazine in 1921. Hughes returned to America and enrolled at Columbia University in New York City. Meanwhile, the Crisis printed several more of his poems. Finding the atmosphere at Columbia unfriendly, Hughes left after a year. He took on odd jobs in New York, and in 1923 he signed on to work on a freighter (a large ship). His first voyage took him down the west coast of Africa; his second took him to Spain. In 1924 he spent six months in Paris, France. Later in 1924 Hughes went to live with his mother in Washington, D.C. He hoped to earn enough money to return to college, but work as a hotel busboy paid very little, and life in the nation's capital, where racial tensions were fierce, made him unhappy. But he was able to write many poems. "The Weary Blues" won first prize in 1925 in a literary competition sponsored by Opportunity, a magazine published by the National Urban League. That summer one of his essays and another poem won prizes in the Crisis literary contest. Meanwhile, Hughes had come to the attention of Carl Van Vechten, a novelist and critic, who arranged publication of Hughes's first volume of poetry, The Weary Blues (1926). This book projected Hughes's lasting themes, established his style, and suggested the wide range of his poetic talent. It showed him committed to racial themes—pride in blackness and in his African heritage, and the everyday life of African Americans—and democracy (government ruled by the people) and patriotism (the support of one's country). Hughes transformed the bitterness which such themes generated in many African Americans of the day into sharp irony and humor. His casual, folklike style was strengthened in his second book, Fine Clothes to the Jew (1927). Hughes had resumed his education in 1925 and graduated from Lincoln University in 1929. Not without Laughter (1930) was his first novel. The story portrays an African American boy, Sandy, caught between two worlds and two attitudes. The boy's hardworking and respectable mother provides a counterpoint to his energetic, easygoing, footloose father. The mother is oriented to the middle-class values of the white world; the father believes that fun and laughter are the only things worth pursuing. Though the boy's character is blurred, Hughes's attention to the details of African American culture in America gives the novel insight and power. The relative commercial success of Not without Laughter inspired Hughes to make his living as an author. In 1931 he made the first of what became annual lecture tours. The following year he took a trip to the Soviet Union, the former country that today consists of Russia and other smaller nations. Meanwhile, he turned out poems, essays, book reviews, song lyrics, plays, and short stories. He edited five books of African American writing and worked with Arna Bontemps on another and on a book for children. He wrote some twenty plays, including "Mulatto," "Simply Heavenly," and "Tambourines to Glory." He translated Federico Garcia Lorca, the Spanish poet, and Gabriela Mistral (1889–1957), the Latin American Nobel laureate poet, and wrote two long autobiographical works (a biography about oneself). As a newspaper columnist for the Chicago Defender, Hughes created "Simple." This enduring character brought his style to perfection and solidified his reputation as the "most eloquent [fluent and persuasive] spokesman" for African Americans. The sketches of Simple, collected in five volumes, are presented as conversations between an uneducated, African American city dweller, Jesse B. Semple (Simple), and an educated but less sensitive African American friend. The sketches that ran in the Defender for twenty-five years are varied in subject and remarkable in their relevance to the universal human condition. That Simple is a universal man, even though his language, habits, and personality are the result of his particular experiences as an African American man, is a measure of Hughes's genius. Hughes received numerous fellowships (scholarships), awards, and honorary degrees, including the Anisfield-Wolf Award (1953) for a book on improving race relations. He taught creative writing at two universities; had his plays produced on four continents; and made recordings of African American history, music commentary, and his own poetry. He was elected to the American Academy of Arts and Sciences and to the National Institute of Arts and Letters. His work, some of which was translated into a dozen languages, earned him an international reputation. Forty-seven volumes bear Hughes's name. He died in New York City on May 22, 1967.
