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Style is usually understood to mean a particular way of writing in which a writer uses his words and sentences to express his ideas as well as to achieve his desired effect.

To find out the style of the headline-news in 
The Jakarta Post newspaper, the writer selected 3 issues to be analyzed. Furthermore, she observed the number and the length of paragraphs and sentences. Then, she classified each sentence of each edition according to its sentence structure. Besides, she analyzed the qualities of news, in which news is considered qualified if it is: accurate, balanced, objective, concise and clear, and recent.

Stylistic analysis is usually done by analyzing sentence structure, diction, and figures of speech. Nevertheless, the writer only analyzed the sentence structures of the headline-news. They are simple, compound, complex and compound-complex sentences.
The result of this analysis shows that the style in the headline-news in the Jakarta Post newspaper issued during June 2004 is brief, and easy to be understood. Moreover, the contribution of the style analysis to the readers to develop ability in writing news is that there are some aspects of the style in the headline-news to learn, they are: sentence length, coordination and subordination, and the qualities of news.
It is stated in the senior high school curriculum that there are some text types which have to be mastered by the students, one of them is news item. The result of the analysis itself shows that the news-stories being chosen have fulfilled the requirements of qualified news. Thus, it can be said that the news-stories contribute good models to the students to write their own news item. It can also be used as a great model for students of English Department to learn and to make their own news item writing well.
