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The topic of this study is The Use of Australasian Parliamentary Debate as an English Interactive Program Based on Disciplined Eclecticism Approach to Implement KTSP in Teaching Speaking (An Action Research of Year Eleven of State Senior High School 11 SemaranganI rs of State Je as an English Interactive Program Based on Disciplined Eclecticism Approach to implement in the Academic Year of 2009/2010).
In this study, I limit the discussion by stating the following problem: How significant is teaching speaking by using Australasian Parliamentary Debate as an English Interactive Program to improve students’ speaking ability? The objective of this study was to find out how significant teaching speaking by using Australasian Parliamentary Debate as an English Interactive Program to improve students’ speaking ability is. Action research was adopted in this study. Seven meetings were conducted by using Australasian Parliamentary Debate. The first meeting was the pre test. The second, third, fourth, and fifth meeting were treatment I, treatment II, treatment III, and treatment IV. Sixth meeting was Post Test and the last meeting was Questionnaire. It is expected that this research will be useful for teaching and learning process.

The population of the study was the year eleven students of State Senior High School 11 SemaranganI rs of State Je as an English Interactive Program Based on Disciplined Eclecticism Approach to implement 




 in the Academic Year of 2009/2010. There were 324 students. The writer took 32 students as the subjects of the study.

The techniques used for obtaining data were collecting data from the students by using pre and post test, and questionnaire. First the writer gave a pre test. It was conducted at the beginning of the research. Then the second meeting was held. It was treatment I. It continued with treatment II, III, and IV as well and Post test. The last, the students got a questionnaire sheet.

The result of the students’ progress during the teaching and learning process by using pictures was very good. The students’ achievement increased from the first meeting to the last meeting. It could be seen from the average score 68.40, 69.03, 69.90, 71.03, 74.15, and 75.22 in pre test, treatment I, treatment II, treatment III, treatment IV, and post test. T-test value was also employed to test whether or not the result improvement from pre-test to post-test was significant. From the analysis used t-test, it was obtained that the t-value was 27.28 at 0.05 alpha significance value. It meant that the improvement from pre-test to post test was statistically significant. Additional data collected through questionnaire. It showed that most students agreed that speaking was important in their daily life. They also agreed that debate could improve their speaking ability.

Therefore, teachers should always try to find better techniques for their teaching. Based on the result, the use of Australasian Parliamentary Debate could be said as an effective and significant way in improving students’ speaking ability, in this case, in debating.
