ABSTRACT
This final project is concerned with the analysis of noun phrases found id Eliza Riley’s short story Return to Paradise. Noun phrase is one of varieties of phrase. Many English learners get some difficulties in learning it, especially in analyzing the construction of noun phrase. Noun phrase has many compositions, based on the position of the modifier and the form of the modifier. Sometimes, the English learners are difficult to determine the position of the modifier’s form

This study was carried out for two objectives, those are to find out and analyze what the common type and construction of noun phrase used in short story entitled Return to Paradise is. To reach those adjectives, I was concerned with the descriptive research as the method of investigation. In this case, I used the short story Return to Paradise by Eliza Riley as the primary data, and some reference books dealing with the subject as the secondary ones.

After analyzing the data, I found that noun phrase-based on the type-can be classified into three categories, pre-modified, post-modified and pre-modified-post-modified noun phrase, and-based on the construction-can be classified into nine categories, noun phrase using determiner as the modifier, using enumerator, using adjective, using noun, using genitive phrase, using adverb, using prepositional phrase, using relative clause and using the other elements. 

From the study it was found that among 101 noun phrases taken as the data. From that number, based on the type, there are 77 pre-modified noun phrases, 3 post-modified noun phrases and 21 pre-modified-post-modified noun phrases. For the classification based on the construction, there are 63 noun phrases using determiner as pre-modifier, 6 noun phrase using enumerator, 29 noun phrases using adjective, 12 noun phrases using noun, 26 noun phrases using genitive phrases, 4 noun phrases using adverb, 11 noun phrases using prepositional phrase, 4 noun phrases using relative clause, and 9 noun phrases using the other elements.

Further, it is also concluded that the most common type is pre-modified noun phrase and the most common construction is noun phrase using determiner as modifier.

By understanding the noun phrases found in the short story, English learners will gain four advantages. Those are: (1) to have a deeper understanding of the whole story of the short story, (2) to have a more awareness of recognizing the appearance of noun phrase, (3) to facilitate the learners with the examples of noun phrase, and (4) to help the learners to make their own sentences/ statements sound more interesting and varied.
