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ABSTRACT

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Speaking is one of language skills that is very crucial in communication, especially in oral communication. In teaching speaking, English teachers are expected to use the limited time effectively in teaching speaking. They should also choose the appropriate techniques, materials, and activities. Materials serve most of the teachers as foundation for the contents of lessons, the balance of skill taught, as well as the kinds of language practice the students engage during the class activity.

In this study, the researcher limited the discussion by stating this following problem: (1) what is the need of students in learning spoken narrative text? (2) how can the spoken narrative material be developed? (3) how effective is the use of the spoken narrative materials that have been developed? Afterwards, the objectives of this study were to introduce a spoken narrative material in teaching English speaking for senior high school in order to help students speak English well since they have difficulties to speak English and to give the contribution for the English education in creating enjoyable, interesting communication with the spoken narrative materials which is given by the writer as the material in speaking classroom.

The subjects of the study are 30 students of the tenth grade of SMA N 1 Gubug that are chosen randomly. There is one type of data that is qualitative descriptive one. The data were collected by using questionnaire, test, and interview. Questionnaire was used for asking students’ opinion about the previous English teaching-learning process they had. It provided background knowledge of the subject had been investigated. Test was given after the students were taught by using spoken narrative material development. The test measured students’ achievement in telling the stories. Interview was conducted when all the session finished. It asked the students’ opinion about the narration monologue story teaching using spoken narrative material development. The data from the interview support the data obtained from the test.

From the questionnaire, I found that the students had difficulties in mastering speaking. After being taught by spoken narrative material development, the result of the test showed us that most of the students were in and above satisfactory level, it can be said that teaching spoken narrative monologue story by using spoken narrative material development is effective. It is strengthened by the results of interview. The students who are in and above satisfactory level said that the material help them in mastering speaking by retelling the stories. 
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
