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ABSTRACT

Teaching writing analytical exposition text using LEET is an experimental research, which is aimed at developing the students’ ability in writing of senior high school through LEET technique. The subject of experiment was students of grade XI IPA 1 of SMA Negeri 1 Tengaran as the experimental group and the students of grade XI IPA 4 as the control group. The research was conducted in the even semester of the academic year of 2009/2010.

This research was done in three meetings both for the experimental group and the control group, which spent two meetings (first and second meetings) in giving treatment. For the experimental group, in the first meeting, I explained about LEET as a technique to make a good argumentation paragraph. Then, in the second meeting I explained the analytical exposition text and its relation to LEET. While in the control group, both in the first and in the second meetings I explained about the analytical exposition text without using any treatment. Then in the third meeting, both groups were having post-test. That test was used to measure the students’ ability in writing skill after giving treatment. I used five aspects of the writing ability, i.e. fluency, grammar, vocabulary, content, and spelling.

In the experimental group, the average of students’ achievement is 73.00. While in the control group, the students get 64.70. It shows that the average score of experimental group is higher than the control group. There is a significant increasing of 8.30 that is higher than the average of the control group score. Students of experimental group have 0.40 higher than the control group in their fluency aspect. In grammar aspect they have 0.225 higher than the control group students. There is also significant difference of 0.30 in the vocabulary aspect and 1.05 in content aspect. Then, in the aspect of spelling there is difference of 0.275 higher compared to the control group students’ score. It can be said that they are able to develop their writing ability in analytical exposition text.

From this research, I conclude that the students develop their writing ability effectively by using LEET. They are better in fluency, grammar, vocabulary, content, and spelling aspects. Moreover, the unpredictable advantage of doing this method is the students are able to develop their ideas into a good analytical exposition text. Besides, I would like to offer some suggestions. For teaching writing analytical exposition text, the students should be stimulated by interesting techniques such as LEET. The teacher should be able to let the students do more exercises in writing.
