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ABSTRACT

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The topic of this study is Analyzing Students’ Errors in Using Macrostructures and Language Features for Writing Spoof. In this study, I limited the discussion by stating the following problem: What errors are made by the students in using macrostructure and language feature for writing spoof? The objective of this study was to describe the students’ errors in using macrostructure and language feature for writing spoof. Descriptive qualitative method was adopted in this study. The data collected was qualitative data and I had several roles as the researcher; those were as the data observer, the data collector, the data analyzer, and the data reporter. The object of the study was the Eleventh Grade of Language Program students of SMA N 1 Tahunan Jepara in the academic year 2009/2010. There was only one class of Language Program consisted of 20 students. I took 12 students’ writing as the subjects of the study. The technique used for obtaining data was collecting data from the students’ writing. The procedures were data identification and data classification. Then, the procedures of analyzing the data were data reduction and data description. The result of the students’ errors in writing spoof showed that almost all of them had some errors either on macrostructure or language features, even both. In general, there were several sources of error found in whole texts. Those were misordering, misinformation, and overgeneralization. The errors occurred on macrostructure were totally caused by misordering and overgeneralization, while on the language feature, the errors occurred were all caused by misinformation with various reasons follow. To avoid those errors, I applied some error treatments. Most of the texts used interruptions, corrections, and overt attention to malformation as the treatments, and the rests were only by increasing concentration and determination in order to achieve the best writing. From the data, I can see that most errors on the texts are included as local errors. Therefore the teacher should always try to apply error treatments in order to avoid the errors occurred to the students. It is hoped that this research would be useful for teaching and learning process.
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
