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Writing is one of ways to communicate. Writing is not a simple process. It is not only the act of picking up a pencil and forming letters. It is the activity in teaching learning process in which the students are able to express their ideas, opinions, feelings, and organize them in simple sentences or in short paragraph and a text well. It involves the mastery of all elements in the target language such as organization, content, grammar, punctuation, spelling, mechanics and also style and quality of expression. It involves complex process. Consequently, students may have difficulties in doing this activity.


Primarily, this final project aims to teach a descriptive text writing for students by using generic structure. This study was carried out under the consideration that the students often encounter problems in implementing correct steps in writing descriptive text.


It was an action research that was conducted for thirty students of year ten students of State Senior High School 1 Banjarnegara as the subject of the study. It involved X 2 class. Writing tests were used to gather data. The tests are pre – test, cycle1 test, cycle 2 test and post – test. Besides, the questionnaire was also given to support the data.


The result of this research revealed that there was some contribution of the students’ ability in writing descriptive text by using generic structure. The students’ achievement in writing descriptive texts improved. It was supported by the average result of the research which shows significant improvement from the pre – test (59.5), cycle 1 test (65.25), and cycle 2 test (70) and the post test (73.2). So the result of the students’ achievement from pre –test to the post – test increased 13.7. 


From the findings, I can conclude that there is a contribution of generic structure to teach descriptive text writing to the students. By using generic structure, students can write down what they think of in their mind and state it on paper by using correct steps in writing descriptive text. Here, I suggest the English teachers to use generic structure in teaching writing descriptive text and get the advantages.
