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This final project is based on a theory of cohesion by M.A.K. Halliday and Ruqaiya Hasan (1976) which attempted to analyse the cohesiveness in the text. The main purpose of the study was to describe whether the reading texts of e-book entitled “Developing English Competencies 2 for Senior High School (SMA/MA) Grade XI of Language Program” published by “Pusat Perbukuan Depdiknas” in 2008 are written cohesively or not and to explain the type of cohesive devices that mostly used in the reading texts of e-book entitled “Developing English Competencies 2 for Senior High School (SMA/MA) Grade XI of Language Program” published by “Pusat Perbukuan Depdiknas” in 2008.

Five reading texts including report, narrative, analytical exposition, spoof, and hortatory exposition were selected. After selecting the texts, the grammatical and lexical cohesive devices within the sentences were identified and put into tables based on the types. Then, the number of cohesive devices were counted in the form of percentages and interpreted. 
The average percentages of each types of grammatical cohesion were 60.33% for reference, 17.77% for ellipsis, 1.46% for substitution, and 20.44% for conjunction. While the percentage of lexical cohesion types were 73.8% for reiteration and 26.2% for collocation. The percentage means that the five analyzed reading texts of e-book entitled “Developing English Competencies 2 for Senior High School (SMA/MA) Grade XI of Language Program” published by “Pusat Perbukuan Depdiknas” in 2008 employ both grammatical and lexical cohesive devices that make the reading texts are cohesive. In addition, the percentage indicates that reference is the mostly used type of grammatical cohesive device and reiteration is the mostly used type of lexical cohesive device in the e-book entitled “Developing English Competencies 2 for Senior High School (SMA/MA) Grade XI of Language Program” published by “Pusat Perbukuan Depdiknas” in 2008.
