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This final poject is conducted based on the need of developing teaching material in teaching and learning activity. In order to get their professionalism in education, teachers are required to be able to create their own teaching material. 


The objective of the study was to describe how to develop teacher-made material. Teacher-made material is information, tool and text which is needed by teacher for planning and research of learning implementation. 


The approaches used in this study were qualitative and R&D research to describe how to develop teaching material. R&D research is intended to know what students’ need in learning descriptive text by giving a questionnaire. 


Teacher-made material is developed by following some steps. First is combining basic competences based on the same cycle. Second is making a syllabus based on the mapping. Third is making a lesson plan as the elaboration of syllabus in order to make teachers easy to handle the topic during the learning and teaching process happens. The last step is developing teacher-made material. The teacher-made material covers building knowledge of the field, modelling of text, join construction of the text, and independent construction of the text. 

Based on the study, it can be inferred that the students’ needs of learning material are significant factors in developing teacher-made material. After conducting this study, I offer some suggestions. First, teachers should be able to develop their own teaching materials based on the students’ need and interested to get the professionalism. Second, it is necessary to be more selective in choosing the teaching material as a means of teaching students. Third, the English Education students who take Curriculum Material Development (CMD) subject should be able to explore their ability in developing teaching materials.
