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ABSTRACT

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This final project is based on a study which discusses the effectiveness of using acoustic songs as a medium in teaching listening for the eighth grade students of SMPN 1 Pecangaan. 


The subjects of this experiment were students of grade VIIIF of SMPN 1 Pecangaan. This study applied one group pretest-posttest design. The experiment was conducted in five meetings; the first and fifth meetings for the pre-test and post-test, while the second, third, and fourth meetings were for the treatments. Students were taught using acoustic songs as the treatments. Acoustic songs are songs that are sung by using instruments as little as possible, such as guitar or piano. The acoustic songs used were “Breakaway” by Kelly Clarkson, “When you’re gone” by Avril Lavigne, and “Don’t write me off” by Hugh Grant.

After the data were analysed, it could be known that there were improvement in the result of the students’ achievement in listening. The average of the post-test result was 68.23 which was higher than the pre-test result, that was 51.35. Furthermore, the calculation of t-test based on the difference of two means revealed that the obtained value (8.93) was higher than t-table value for α 5%, d.b.=23 (2.069). It means that there is significant difference between the pre-test and post-test result. However, although there was improvement in the students’ result but it did not fulfill the standard of the KKM (Kriteria ketuntasan Minimal) which was 70.00. From this study, I concluded that the students developed their listening ability effectively by using acoustic songs as a medium; they became more enthusiastic since it was different from the way they usually experienced in their listening lesson, although there was still a weakness of this research in reaching the KKM standard.
Based on the research, I suggest the teacher to be creative in getting the source of the materials such as from internet, film, radio, etc. Moreover, it is better for the teacher to give the listening activity by singing a song to make the lesson more attractive.
