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ABSTRACT

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        This final project is an experimental research. In this study, I limit the discussion by stating the problem: to what extent is the students’ achievement in vocabulary improved by the use of a picture dictionary CD  at SDN  01 Bendan Semarang? The aim of the experimental research is to find out the extent of the students’ achievement in vocabulary mastery at SDN  Bendan 01 Semarang  by the use of a Picture Dictionary CD. It is expected that the result of the study can give contributions to teachers in enriching the teachers' strategy in teaching vocabulary. Moreover, this study may give an experience to students in learning English vocabulary using a Picture Dictionary CD.
        The population of the study was the fifth grade students of SD Negeri  Bendan 01 Semarang in the academic year of 2010/2011. The number of the population was 38 students for the experimental group who taught by a Picture Dictionary CD and 38 students for the control group who taught by using Grammar Translation Method (without picture dictionary). The design was using “pre-test and post-test techniques”. Before the experiment, I held the try-out test to the try out class to get its validity, reliability, item difficulty and item discrimination. The result of the test was then analyzed using t-test formula.   

        The t-test or t-value obtained is 2.79. Since the test is higher (2.79) than the t-table (1.68), so the working hypothesis is accepted. It means that there is a significant difference in achievement between students who were taught vocabulary by using a Picture Dictionary CD and those who were taught vocabulary by using a conventional technique. 

        Referring to my experience in conducting the experimental research, I offer a suggestion. I suggest a Picture Dictionary CD be used frequently to teach elementary school students in learning English vocabulary. A picture dictionary CD can be used as an alternative technique in improving students’ vocabulary.
