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ABSTRACT

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This study is aimed to describe the students’ ability in writing hortatory exposition text. The objectives of the study were to describe the students’ ability in writing hortatory exposition text and to find out some factors that influence students’ ability in writing hortatory exposition text. The subject of this study was the eleventh grade students of SMA Muhammadiyah 1 Pekajangan Pekalongan in the academic year of 2009/2010. 11 IPA 1 was chosen as the sample of the study based on the English teacher recommendation, since they have learnt the materials of hortatory exposition more complete than the other class.

Descriptive qualitative study is used in this study to analyze the data. The instruments used for collecting the data in this research were free writing test and questionnaire. The students were asked to write hortatory exposition text that consist at least three paragraphs based on their own topics. It was intended to measure the students’ ability in writing hortatory exposition text. Then, the questionnaire was intended to find out the factors that influence the students’ ability in writing hortatory exposition text.  

Based on the result of this study, the mean score was 46.17. It meant that the students’ ability in writing hortatory exposition text were poor. Basically, most of the students had already known the concept of hortatory exposition text. They understood about its social function, generic structure and significant lexicogrammatical features. Nevertheless, they were still lack of knowledge and competence in implementing them in the written form.

The students’ ability in writing hortatory exposition text was influenced by the lack of vocabulary, knowledge about hortatory exposition text, practice in writing text, knowledge on the aspects of good writing and the students’ interests in English subject. 

From the result, it is suggested that the teacher should give more explanation about the concept of hortatory exposition text and more writing exercises. The teacher also should give more attention to the students’ grammar and vocabulary. Then, the teacher should apply an interesting teaching learning process about hortatory exposition texts since the students’ interests of English subject also influence the students’ ability in writing hortatory exposition text.
