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The importance of English requires students to master English in this globalization era. But, because of many factors, Indonesian students’ ability and interest in English are still low. One of the factors is the teacher or the instructor. This study is conducted in order to know what the teaching style of teacher A, who employs facilitator teaching style, is like and also the teaching style teacher B, who employs  personal model  teaching style; and whether there is any significant difference in learning achievement between students taught by teacher A and those taught by teacher B.

The population of this study is students and English teachers of SMA N I Petarukan-Pemalang in the academic year of 2008/2009. To limit the population, the writer used purposive sampling technique and decided to take two classes of first grade students and two teachers who teach them, as the sample of the research. The instruments used are documentation, test, and observation check list. The validity of the instrument is measured by Point Biserial Correlation, while the reliability is measured by KR-20 formula. This study is descriptive quantitative research with two variables and the writer used T-test formula to analysis the data.

Based on the results of the observation and data analysis, the writer finds that (1) teacher A, who employs facilitator teaching style, seldom varies her teaching styles, while teacher B, who employs personal model teaching style, often varies her teaching styles, (2) the English learning achievement of students of class X.6, who are taught by a teacher who employs personal model teaching style and often varies his teaching styles, is higher than those of class X.1 who are taught by a teacher who employs facilitator teaching style and seldom varies her teaching styles, and (3) teachers’ teaching styles influence students’ English learning achievement in reading comprehension. Therefore, it is necessary for English teachers to determine the teaching used in their teaching-learning process.
