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The study of this final project is about the marginal people of England in industrial revolution era in Oliver Twist by Charles Dickens. The study has two objectives. They are 

(1) To analyze the main character of the novel Oliver Twist as a representation of marginal people in Industrial Revolution Era in England, (2) to analyze the condition of marginal people level in Industrial Revolution Era in England.


The data of this study are the citations correlates with marginal people in the novel Oliver Twist .The object of the study is the problem marginal people as illustrated in the source of data of the study that is the novel Oliver Twist. 


In collecting the data some techniques were used; they are (1) reading for get more information about marginal class in the novel (2) uses the books, magazine and also the written sources that support my study (3) looks for the data and information that is related to the study and analyzes the library material and references to support my study in this final project (4) correlates them with the novel and the writer pick the citation from the novel to be analyzed. After analyzing the data the writer find 18 citations that relates with marginal class life in england in this novel. (see appendix)


Based on the analysis, I can conclude that there are three problems in marginal condition. They were urbanization, jobless and criminalization. The upper society in Industrial Revolution era did not have respect and tolerance; it made difference in economy and social and causes the problems like show in the novel Oliver Twist. Industrial revolution in one side good for technology development and in other side it made the marginal class as new society in England.


On the basis of the result of the study, several suggestions can be offered. First, it is necessary to respect the marginal class it means do not make them sufferer because of their poverty, reading the articles and watch the news about marginal condition with purpose to know deeper about marginal people.
