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In analyzing this final project the writer used a literary analysis of letters of a Javanese princess, a book that was compiled of Kartini’s letters and translated from Dutch to English by Agnes Louise Symmers. The title of this study is The Effect of Colonization on the Indonesian Women Movement as Reflected in “Letters of a Javanese Princess”. The book talked a lot about Indonesian women life and their movement and also the condition of Indonesian people under Dutch colonization. I choose the topic since the book give contribution to the reader in understanding the issue of Indonesian women movement in the effects of the coming of new ideas and thoughts by colonization.


The final project has three problems to be explored, those are: 1. how is the colonization described in “Letters of a Javanese Princess”, 2. how is women movement described in “Letters of a Javanese Princess”, 3. how is the colonization related to Indonesian women movement in “Letters of a Javanese Princess”.

A qualitative method was used as the method of investigation. The data were taken from the text of the book. Some references from several books, which were related to the topic. Feminism and sociological approaches were used in analyzing this study. To collect the data the writer used four steps: reading the book, identifying, inventorying, and classification. I analyze data by describing the colonization in Indonesia, what women movement appeared, and how the colonization related to the movement. 


From the analysis I find out that the colonization interfered in every aspect of Indonesian life, such as politic, economic, and culture. In politic, the colonizer governed Indonesian people in direct ruled. In economic, Dutch applied the economic system in Indonesia based on their needs. And in culture, Dutch ideologies and cultures were dominant to them in native majority. At that time, the Indonesian women movement, which was still in its beginning, concerned to the issue of liberal feminism that gave a focused to the education of Indonesian women. But different from liberal feminism, Indonesian women movement wanted to give education that could support women in doing their role as women. The colonization related to Indonesian women movement can be divided into two; first, it brought the ideas to Indonesian women to get a better life. Then, it supported the movement in giving education for Indonesian women.


Finally, from the analysis I found that it is a good idea for the next researchers to discuss about women movement in this modern era. They can compare between the women movement in this final project to it in this modern era.
