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This study analyzed gender discrimination in Hans Christian Andersen’s short stories which deal with family life. The objects of the study were the short stories by Hans Christian Andersen. The analysis of this study applied gender stereotypes approach. This final project had a problem to explore; how was gender discrimination described by Hans Christian Andersen’s short stories of family life. The qualitative method was used as the method of investigation.
I took the data from the script of the short stories. There were some steps used in data collection to the problems of the study. I read the short stories several times to understand the whole story. Then, in this step I identified words, sentences utterances in each story related to gender discrimination. Therefore I would get the whole data close to the topic that would be discussed. After data had been identified, I classified them into four groups, based on the theory of gender stereotypes used in this paper, which related to the description of gender discrimination in the short stories. In the end of this analysis, I covered this with conclusion and suggestions.

Based on the analysis, there were four kinds of gender discrimination illustrated in the stories of: “The Shepherd’s Story of the Bond of Friendship (1842), The Marsh King’s Daughter (1858), Ib and little Christina (1855), The Child in the Grave (1859), and The Porter Son (1866), What The Old Man Does Is Always Right (1861), and The Golden Treasure (1865). First: gender discrimination was found in the description of treatment from brother to sister. Second: gender discrimination was found in the description of treatment son to mother. Third: gender discrimination was found in the description of treatment given by parents to their children. Fourth: gender discrimination was found in the description about father and Mother’s role inside family regarding children raising process. 
After the analysis, it could be concluded that Hans Christian Andersen’s stories analyzed illustrate gender discrimination by stereotyping the personality, the position and the roles of each character in the family based on their gender provoked by patriarchal system. From the analysis, hopefully I make everyone get a picture of gender discrimination and everything dealing with it. This final project especially can be useful for everyone who needs information about it.
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
