ABSTRACT

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This study was aimed at analyzing a question to feminism when feminism has negatively affected women in their life. This study is expected to uncover the effects of feminism to women and their family life as reflected in “The Stepford Wives” movie, the efforts of post-feminists, Claire and Walter to strive against feminism in “The Stepford Wives” movie, and the reactions of a feminist, Joanna to the problems caused by feminism in her life which is showed in the movie entitled “The Stepford Wives” which was directed by Frank Oz. 

I used a descriptive qualitative research as a method of this study. Since the object of this study was a movie, the data were taken from the screen and the script. The data were in the form of written words and location, movement, mimic, body gesture, sounds, and costume. They were descriptively analyzed. There were several steps in analyzing a question to feminism as the procedure of collecting data. The steps were by finding the movie script in the internet, preparing the table used to collect data, watching the movie repeatedly, pausing, noting, identifying, inventorying, and classifying the data. The data analysis was interpreting the data based on the theory related to the topic (retrograde post-feminists theory) in order to clarify and analyze the meaning.

By using the theory of retrograde post-feminists theory, I analyzed the data and found that feminism has bad effects to women and their family life. The effects of feminism as reflected in “The Stepford Wives” movie were the women depression and exhaustion, redundant obsession of women status, unharmonious family, a divorce, neglected children, lesbian and free sex problems, until a threat of murder. Besides that, the efforts of post-feminists, Claire and Walter to strive against feminism in “The Stepford Wives” movie were by showing the woman about her mistakes and the bad results of her decision in following feminism, creating robotic Stepford wives, training the woman with an aerobic based on the daily duties of house wife, and approaching the woman friendly. In addition, the reactions of a feminist, Joanna to the problems caused by feminism in her life in “The Stepford Wives” movie were by quitting from her job, building new family life in Stepford, changing her appearance to be more feminine, and learning about all of Stepford things. 

Finally, this study is expected to give more knowledge about the effects of feminism which is still causing controversial debate in the literary field. Analyzing “The Stepford Wives” movie with masculine theory may become another idea for the alternative title of future research.
