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ABSTRACT

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This study describes the reading exercises in Kreatif (English Exercise Book for Senior High School Students Year XI Published by Viva Pakarindo).
In conducting the research, I used descriptive analysis since the purpose of the study is to describe the relevancy of the reading exercises in the exercise book to the 2006 curriculum in terms of presence of example, and types of reading. Before making the conclusions of the analysis and discussion, I took some steps. Firstly, I collected the data, secondly, analyzed the data and chose all kinds of reading exercises relevant to the 2006 curriculum. Third, I categorized them in tables in terms of its relevancy to the 2006 curriculum, presence of example, and types of reading. At last, I interpreted of the relevancy between the reading exercises and the 2006 curriculum in terms of presence of example, and types of reading.

The result of this study shows that there are six reading skills demanded by the 2006 curriculum which are included in the exercise book, and there are forty four reading exercises relevant to the 2006 curriculum. Thirty-nine out of forty-four exercises are in line with the curriculum and the rest are not.

Based on the result of the study, I concluded that there is a relevancy between the reading exercises and the reading skills demanded by the 2006 curriculum in terms of presence of example, and types of reading. Meanwhile, there is inequality of the reading exercises on each skill in the exercise book. Sixteen of forty-four reading exercises are included in the first skill i.e. reading the text carefully in form of report, narrative, spoof, and hortatory exposition. Six of forty-four reading exercises are included in the second skill i.e. find the meaning the words. Thirteen of forty-four reading exercises are included in the third skill i.e. answer the questions based on the texts. Three of forty-four reading exercises are included in the fourth skills i.e. discuss the texts in form of report, narrative, spoof, and hortatory exposition. Two of forty-four reading exercises are included in the fifth skill i.e. identify the texts in form of banner, poster, pamphlet, label. Two of forty-four reading exercises are included in the sixth skill i.e. translate the texts in form of report, narrative, spoof, and hortatory exposition. 
Therefore, it is suggested that the exercise book is a good exercise book as additional book to give more exercises in reading.
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
