Key Words: students’ ability, analytical exposition text, descriptive qualitative.

School as an educational institution in Indonesia tries to put the theory of Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) for teaching text types or genres in its curriculum. It is an approach to the teaching of languages that emphasizes on interaction as both the means and the ultimate goal of learning a language. Students are expected to be able to master, understand, and create various kinds of genres, so they can communicate well through writing. As the result, they can apply those skills in real life. Based on the points of view above, I am interested in describing the students’ ability in creating analytical exposition text. Problem that is discussed in this study can be stated as, how is the students’ ability in creating analytical exposition text which they study in Senior High School grade XI? Then it can be elaborated into three problems as follows: (1) how is their text structured?; (2) how is the realization of the text structure through its language features found in their text?; and (3) how is the social function of the text achieved?

In this research, I use descriptive qualitative research method. It is a method of research that does not include any consultation of enumerating. The data in this study are in the form of complete description and identification of the generic structure, lexicogrammatical features, and social purpose of analytical exposition text made by grade XI students of SMA N 1 Banjarnegara. In this study, I use a writing test as the instrument of the study. The test was an instruction to create analytical exposition text based on some topics given. 

The result of the analysis showed that they were good in organization aspect, including introduction, body, and conclusion, and in logical development of ideas or in the area of content. Then, in the area of lexicogrammatical features, including grammar, spelling, punctuation, mechanics, style, and quality of expression, they only could achieve adequate level. More than a half of the students could achieve the social purpose of analytical exposition text, so they could convey their meaning in writing the text to the reader. In detail, from thirty students who took part in this research, there were five students who got the excellent level, seventeen students could achieve the good level, six students were in the adequate level, and the fair level was obtained by two students only, based on Brown’s rubric (2004: 244). 

In relation with the result of the study, it can be suggested (1) the students should practice more in writing analytical exposition text, so their ability in writing aspect could increase; (2) they should apply that skill in real life so that they can communicate well through writing; (3) for the teacher, he should give the students more writing practice, especially in the area of content, grammar, and expression; (4) for English teachers, they should apply an appropriate method in teaching analytical exposition text in class to his or her students so that the students could create it well; (5) by studying this research paper, the readers could understand and know about the students’ ability in creating analytical exposition text, especially Grade XI Students of SMA N 1 Banjarnegara.
