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This final project discussed the students’ mastery in pronouncing English words offered in the junior high school textbook. The purpose of this final project was to show the pronunciation’s mastery of the eighth grade students of SMP N 01 Losari. Furthermore, it is aimed at explaining the common difficulties faced by the students in pronouncing English words.


The population of this research was 345. Ten percent out of the population are used as the samples. These samples were chosen by using proportional cluster random sampling. They were given 52 test items to pronounce which were chosen using purposive and random technique. The students’ pronunciation was recorded and then transcribed. After that, the data were analyzed and interpreted.


From the analysis, it was found out that the average proportion of the correct pronunciations was 40.50 which implied that the students’ average grade was E (fail achievement) in the mastery of pronouncing English words based on Curriculum 2004 criterion. The mean score of the test was 21.6 which means that each student could only pronounce 21 out of 52 words properly. There were 5 words considered difficult based on the data analysis, they were; carefully, construction, information, picture, and sentences.

Based on the results above, the writer confirmed that there were some problems or difficulties faced by the subject of the research. That might be caused by the different elements between the students’ native language and English. In line with the conclusion, the writer suggests that the English teacher at that school should do something in order to improve their students’ pronunciation. Moreover, it will be better if the textbooks used for students are equipped with more pronunciation exercises.
