ABSTRACT

Key word: cohesion, reading materials and textbook
The general objective of the study is to find out if the reading materials in students’ textbook (Developing Competence in English for Junior High School year VIII published by Mediatama 2005) are written cohesively. The method that I used in this analysis was qualitative with simple quantification based on the data. I took seven reading texts from modeling of the text of this book as the materials for my analysis.
The analysis emphasis on the two devices of cohesion, they are grammatical and lexical cohesion. The percentage calculations from those seven reading texts are as follows:

Reading text 1, grammatical cohesion 67.64% and lexical cohesion 73.68%. Reading  text  2,   grammatical cohesion 69.76% and lexical cohesion 75%. 

Reading text 3, grammatical cohesion 71.42% and lexical cohesion 61.50%. Reading  text  4,   grammatical cohesion 60.71% and lexical cohesion 75%. 

Reading text 5, grammatical cohesion 72.91% and lexical cohesion 76.92%. Reading  text  6, grammatical cohesion 73.68% and lexical cohesion63.63 %. 

Reading  text  7, grammatical cohesion 69.13% and lexical cohesion 62.50%

The averages from the reading texts are 69.32% for grammatical cohesion and 69.74% for lexical cohesion.

Based on the percentage calculation, it implies that the texts analyzed have good cohesion both grammatically and lexically because the quantification shows that the result is more than 50% grammatically and more than 50% lexically.

Based on the finding, I could suggest to English teachers that they can use the book in their classroom especially for VIII graders. Because the book have cohesively reading materials and it is also appropriate with curriculum 2006 (KTSP). For the other students of English department, since the writer just analyzing the cohesion in written text, it is just give little explanation about cohesion and discourse. So this study can be used as comparison for another study which is related to the cohesion, in written text or spoken one. For the readers or students of English department, they can give more attention on the kinds of cohesive device so that they are able to recognize the devices when it appears on written text or in daily conversation.
