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This final project is aimed at analyzing Necrophobia. This phobia can be recovered by facing the problem that makes us necrophobic. It merely learned reactions from traumatic events. That means it can be resolved through therapy and various forms of treatment.
The object of the study is Trey Callaway’s movie I Still Know What You Did Last Summer. The data are divided into two categories, primary and secondary data. The primary data is the movie itself and the script of the movie; it includes utterances in the form of dialogues between actors. The secondary data is supporting data.
