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ABSTRACT

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This final project mainly aims at determining the effectiveness of using silent movies in teaching spoken narrative text to improve students’ speaking ability and also finding out the significant difference between the students who were taught by using silent movies and the students who were taught by using a sequence of pictures.

The population of this study was the eighth grade students of SMP Negeri 1 Ajibarang Kabupaten Banyumas in the academic year of 2011/2012. The number of the subjects was 68 students. The design of this study was an experimental study. The data were gained by administering a pretest and a posttest in speaking test (oral performance test). By using purposive sampling, the students of VIII D were taken as the samples of the experimental group and the samples of the control group were the students of VIII B. This research was conducted in six meetings. One meeting was for the pretest, four meetings were for the treatments, and the last meeting was for the posttest. 

In the pretest, the mean score of the experimental group was 44.24 and the control group was 43.76. The result of posttest of the experimental group was 74.24, while the control one was 69.18. From the posttest result, the mean score of the experimental group was higher. That means that silent movies are more effective to be used in teaching spoken narrative text. The result of t-test also showed that there was a significant difference between the experimental group and the control one. t-value was 2.04, and t-table was 1.67. The calculation proved that t-value was higher than t-table, so there was a significant difference in speaking achievement between the students who were taught spoken narrative text by using silent movies and those who were taught without silent movies (a sequence of pictures). In short, Ha was accepted and Ho was rejected.

I suggested that the teacher should be able to create teaching learning process to be more interesting, enjoyable, and educative. For the students, using silent movies hopefully can be an interesting method or positive forces for obtaining higher achievement.
