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Countless efforts have been put up on our educational systems in order to increase the quality of students. As an under-graduate student majoring in English Education, I can help but notice that nowadays one of the most sought out objective of teaching English is that to enable the student to actively speaking the language. A question was then raised, can they speak in a more critical manner such as in argumentations, public speaking and even in a debate. In relation to the critical thinking ability of the students hence this research was conducted. The purpose is to find out what is the easiest means to generate students’ critical thinking. The answer to the previous question is also quite simple; it is through the very first stage of the scaffolding talks during a teaching and learning process which is the questioning. 

In finding out facts with in this research, a qualitative research method is called for. I created video recording of three teaching and learning processes from two teachers, A and B. In addition to the teachers, I gave a guide to teacher A about questioning behavior. As for teacher B, I let the class be the control group or status quo by not giving any guide to the teacher. Data generated from these recordings were then analyzed by classifying the questionings and responses and making the full transcription.

Analyzing the full classroom transcription and the classification of questionings and responses would lead to the conclusion of the presence in students’ critical thinking. By using the latest revision of the Bloom Taxonomy, the questions were divided into two types; they are basic questioning (remembering and understanding) and advance questioning (applying, analyzing, synthesizing and creating).

What I find in this research are; first from teacher A class 1, there are 135 questions in total with 13 of them being the not responded questions. Second is from teacher A class 2; there are 113 questions in total with 21 of them not responded. The last one is from teacher B with 21 questions in total and 5 of them are not responded. Elaborations are still needed to better explain the quality of those questions and the relation with critical thinking of the students in those classes. Thus I would love to encourage reading further about my findings in this research.

A further study is needed to find out the best and most effective ways to create a good combination of not only a dynamic classroom interaction but also producing brilliant minds of future generation by training their critical thinking.
