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This final project concerned with teaching reading, focus on speed reading and reading comprehension by applying macromedia flash MX. The purpose of this experimental research is to know whether flash presentation with macromedia flash MX used in speed reading and reading comprehension results in a better learning achievement.

This research study used pre test-post test control group design. The subjects of the research were experimental group and control group of eleventh graders of SMA N 1 Juwana. The experimental group (XI IPA 1) consisted of 40 students. There were 29 girls and 11 boys. The control group (XI IPA 2) consisted of 40 students. There were 32 girls and 8 boys. Besides, there was another class that had similar level of competence to be used for a try-out group (XI IPA 3). 

In doing this research, there were ten meetings for both groups. For the experimental group, the first meeting was pre-test. Macromedia flash MX with flash animation as the treatment of this research was done in the second, third, and fourth meeting. In the last meeting, the post-test was administered to the students to know their improvement. For the control group, the sequence of activities was the same as the experimental group. Nevertheless, the treatment of the control group was different in which I did not use macromedia flash. The result of the pre-test showed that the mean score of speed reading in the pre-test was 121.5 while in the post-test was 136.9 for experimental group. Meanwhile, for control group, the mean score of speed reading in the pre-test was 111.1 while in the post-test was 120.7. The mean score of reading comprehension in the pre-test was 78.85 while in the post-test was 87.62 for experimental group. For control group, the mean score of reading comprehension in the pre-test was 69.37 while in the post-test was 77.75. To find out the significance of the improving scores between pre-test and post-test, anacova was applied. The result showed that the f-value (14.50) was higher than f-table (3.98) for speed reading while for reading comprehension, f-value (8.15) was also higher than f-table (3.98). 
Therefore, it could be concluded that there was significant difference of student’s speed reading and reading comprehension between students who were taught by using macromedia flash MX and students who were taught without using any media. The suggestions for students, it is necessary that they master their reading skill. For teachers, it is recommended that they should use various techniques in teaching reading such as flash presentation using macromedia flash MX.
